RUSSIA NOW HAS A 
NEW WAR SCARE

I by Japan's Encroach­
ments on Pacific

Imperial Defence Ceealsslen S udrlng the 
S.tiaion—Army Graf Prosecutions 

—Munie pal Reform.

ST. PETERSBURG, Jan, 1,—War 
Minister Sukhomlinoff is to Livadia 
explaining to the Czar the proposed 
military dispositions in the Orient and 
in Finland and obtaining the imperial 
consent for wholesale graft prosecu­
tions of leading officers of the army 
commissariat department whom Sena­
tor Garin’s investigating commission 
has reported as being in the regular 
pay of contractors.

The widely circulated newspaper the 
Svlet is agitating daily against Japan’s 
encroachments on Russia’s position on 
the Pacific coast. It says that Gen. 
Unterberger, governor of Russia’s 
coastal territory, reports that Japan is' 
arming at full speed and that Jap­
anese commercial firms in Russian ter­
ritory are liquidating their affairs. In 
consequence of Japan’s attitude there 
have been conferences in St. Peters­
burg of the members of the Imperial 
defense commission.

The Gutchkoff-Uvaroff duel a few 
days ago brought to light a romantic 
drama which gives Count UvarofT’a 
reason for not wishing to fight a duel 
with Premier Stolpln on the same is­
sue as that which provoked the duel 
with the Octobrist leader. The count 
states that his cousin was killed over 
twenty-five years ago by Stplypin’s 
brother to a duel at a time when his 
brother was engaged to marry the 
lady who Is now the premier's wife. 
The failure of the authorities to at­
tempt to stop the Gutchkoff-Uvaroff 
duel and the public position of the sec­
onds of both the combatants are taken 
to mean that the Czar will allow poli­
ticians to fight duels If they so desire.

For the first time the reformers have 
won a victory in the St. Petersburg 
municipal elections despite the narrow 
voting franchise on which these are 
conducted. The first electoral college, 
consisting mostly of mortgage holders 
and building speculators, whose part 
is known as the Old Gang, won 25 of 
27 seats, but the larger register of 
apartment owners and reformers won 
43 of 54 seats.

The failure of the old municipality 
to combgt effectively with cholera dur­
ing the last two years provoked the 
citizens who previously abstained tia» 
voting to organize a campaign for 
clearing up. The Incoming council is 
committed to renewing the canaliza­
tion system of St. Petersburg and to 
covering over and making a boulevard 
of the long Catherine canal, which 
traverses the centre of the city and 
passes alongside the Kazan cathedral.

GABNEGIE WOULD SHARE 
- PROFITS WITH WORKERS

Retired Steel Magnate Tells of Polio He 
Wouid Adopt It He Were in 

Business Agile.

WASHINGTON, 1.—AndrewJan.
Carnegie was asked today about the 
action of the employes of the United 
States Steel Corporation at Pittsburg 
in deciding to fight the open shop pol­
icy of that corporation. Mr. Carnegie 
did not appear to be much worried 
over the situation.

“Labor and capital,” he said, “should 
never be arrayed against each other. 
The solution is in profit sharing. Every 
employe should be an owner, and then 
there would be no trouble. If I were 
to go back into the steel business that 
is the first move I would make. I 
would inaugurate profit sharing with 
the men.”

Mr. Carnegie said that he had not 
read the declaration of war issued by 
the disgruntled Pittsburg employes of 
the Steel Corporation, but reiterated 
several times his belief that through 
profit sharing labor troubles would re 
avoided.

“It should be so arranged,” said Mr. 
Carnegie, “that every employe would 
participate. I think that In this way 
the greatest step to prevent dissen­
sion between labor and capital would 
be taken.”

This _ 
pulp Is carefully washed and shaken 
up with abundance of water until the 
felcula separates and passes through a 
very fine sieve into a tub placed be^ 
neath.
