“was closed down last Saturday by 
me as the principal stockholder and 
the man who has been putting up the 
money and doing all the work.

“The work has been c varied on hon­
estly, economically and intelligently, 
and will show for itself. The property 
is a first class proposition. Recently 
several of the stockholders doubted 
the validity of the acts of our board 
of directors under the Nova Scotia 
charter, and insisted that I should get 
a charter from the government of New 
Brunswick. In going around with a 
petition that was to be presented to 
the New Brunswick legislature,- most 
of the stockholders were seen and 
they signed the petition for the char­
ter under the laws of New Brunswick. 
The charter was accordingly obtained 
and the attempt made to get the con­
sent of all the stockholders to the 
transfer of the property from the old 
company, The Maritime Copper and 
Reduction Copper Co., to the new, The 
Maritime Copper Co. After getting 
seven-eighths of the stockholders to 
consent to the transfer, 51,500 shares of 
stock, held in Moncton, which had 
asked for the petition, refused to sign 
the consent for the transfer. In order 
that all our acts should be legal, the 
unànimous consent of all Jhe share- 

The people
holding the stock had given 1 me, as 
well as directors and other officers of 
the company, to understand that they 
would consent to the transfer, but 
after endeavoring the last two weeks 
to get them to do something and get­
ting no satisfaction, this course of 
shutting down the property was de­
cided upon. Either they must sign 
that consent or the mine will stay shut 
down indefinitely.

“As the company owes me in the 
neighborhood of $6,000, if after a de­
cent lapse of time, these stockholders 
still show a disposition to persist in 
the course they have adopted, I will 
undertake to get the $6,000 due me, 
and no doubt the mine will have to be 
sold to get that money. On the other 
hand, if they come up and sign the 
consent to transfer the property, work 
at the mine will be continued and I 
will keep on furnishing the money to 
develop the property.

“I have done everything I possibly 
could to carry this work to a success­
ful issue, and the. property has been 
worked by my own money the last ten 
or twelve months. Since the original 
charter we have added to our areas 
and today the stockholders have twice 
as much ground, equally as good as the 
first taken over. This means that the 
stockholder has twice as much as he 
originally had. The stock books are 
now closed pending the annual meeting 
of the old company.”

Col. Alperson was in St. John yes­
terday. He said the holders of 54,000 
shares out of 500,000 shares in all were 
endeavoring to hold up the majority 
and force them to buy them out. 
The kickers refused to place the pro­
perty, which is located in St. John 
county, under the New Brunswick 
charter. The holders of these 54,000 
shares had never contributed a dollar 
to the operations carried on, while the 
other owners of stock had done so.

The following report was read by 
Dr. Borden : The attendance during 
the past year has been 242—152 board­
ers an(i 90 day pupils. Of these 187 
were taking literary studies, 16'|; music, 
32 art work, and 46 household science. 
This is a decided advance on the at­
tendance of last year. The health rate 
has been high, steady application to 
work shown and a serious religious 
tone has prevailed—in fact the year 
has been what the jubilee year should 
be, the red-letter year in the history 
of the ladies’ college. It would be 
interesting if we could trace out in ail 
the cities, towns and villages of the 
maritime provinces the influence ex­
erted by the 3,000 or more young 
ladies who during these 50 years have 
been receiving the inspiring education 
of this grand old college. This is why 
we urge our patrons to give their 
daughters as good educational advant­
ages as they can afford to give their 
sons. This year is notable for the er­
ection of a commodious addition to our 
school plant. This new building has 
proved a great boon. It furnishes ac­
commodation for 45 pupils, besides din­
ing room seating 200, and the kitchen 
and sanitary arrangements are now 
perfectly satisfactory. The total cost, 
including furnishings, is $44,000, while 
we have obtained as yet but $15,000 to­
ward paying this sum.
