TWENTY LIVES LOST
AND MUCH PROPERTY
DESTROYED BY FIRE

Remarkable Series Of Conflagrations Throughout United States And Canada Yesterday—
Frightful Holocaust In Chicago Furniture Factory, The Fiery Grave Of Twenty Work-
men—Caught Unawares On Top Floors By Explosion Of Benzine—Only Two Saved—
Quarter Of a Million Goes Up In Smoke At Windsor, Ont.—Well Known Houses Of D.
M. Ferry & Co., Seed Growers, and Peabody Overall Co. Suffer—One Hundred and Fifty
Homeless At Hamilton, Mass.—Forest Fires Raging.

Chicago, I, March 26—Twenty
are reported dead in a fire which at-
tacked the L. Fish Furniture Com-
pany building at 1906-1908 Wabash
Avenué here today. A girl who jump-
ed from a third story window died
at the hospital. The dead were trap-
on the fourth, fifth and sixth
floors when an explosion of benzine
on the fourth floor wrapped the build-
ing in flames. Ladders were raised
to the sixth floor, the topmost one, in
a desperate effort to rescue anyone
who might be alive,

The fire is sald to have started from
an explosion of b in the repair

of persons are watching the vol
following with telescopes the progress’
of the eruption. The streams of lava
already have surpassed in volume
those of the eruption of 1892, but
changing their courses just as they
reached Belpasso and Nicolosi, they
have invaded the main roads near
these two villages which seem thereby
now to have been saved from destrue-
tion. The people are still fearful, but
in both villages soldiers are camped
in the squares to avert a panic, while
the mayors and parish priests are
heroically ministering to the needy.
Cardinal Francica Nava, who réturned
today to the scene of the eruption,
promised to bring back to the people
of Nicolosi and Belpasse the veil of
St. Agdtha which they believe has the

rooms on the fourth floor, probably
from a carelessly dropped match,
Altogether there were twenty-two
employes on the fifth and sixth floors
of the building. While some of these
may have escaped it is belleved by
many that all are dead. It will be
many hours, if not days, before the
exact number can be ascertained,
Simon Fish, a member of the furni.
ture company, declares the firemen
were slow in responding to the alarm
and tardy in ralsing ladders to the up-
per stories. He says that firemen in-
terfered with employes of the firm
who were attempting to make res-
cues, and declares he will prefer char-
ges against the fire department.

The people are pleading for assist-
ance, especlally for carts in which to
move their household effects from the
volcanic region. The government has
turned over to the prefect $2,000 with
which to assist needy peasants.

Mr. Perret arrived at Nicolosi this
evening and immediately sent this
telegram to Cantania:

“The great-eruption continues with
unabated violence. The craters con-
stantly are throwing out Hquid . fire
and rock to a height of 20 metres. It
is a magnificent, though territying
spectacle.

“The lava has flowed ten kilometres
(about seven miles) in two days.

“The lower end of the stream is
two hundred metres broad and five
metres high. The stream is advanc-
ing 60 metres an hour, destroying
vineyards and houses.

“Enormous damage to property has
been done. The Alpine Club’s refuge
has been destroyed.

“The lava will reach and partly de-
stroy Borrello anl Belpasso within
three days if present conditions con-
tinue. Nicolosi is not in danger.

“There is now little smoke from the
eruption. The central crater is inac-
tive, but there are prolonged rumbl-
ings within it. The explosions from
the side craters are very terrifying.

“I have measured the surface tem-
perature at the lower end of the lava
stream and it registers 900 degrees
centigrade. The lava does not form a
crust arounqd trees, but ignites them.

“Crowds of visitors are enjoying the
wonderful spectacle.

“The present eruption is the sequel
to the abortive outbreak,:in April,
1908, and was expected and even pre-
dicted. s

“I hope soon to visit the mouths
which have not as yet been visited by
anyone, The entire patch of the as-
cent of the volcano is covered with
burning lava. In some places it is
shallow and others deep. It is 600 me-
tres broad.

“The final result of the eruption can-
not be predicted. all depending upon
the duration of the phenomenon, The
latest observations show n slight re-
m!?n in the intensity of the erup-

Leo Stoeckel a clerk of the company
who is said to have accidentally start-
ed the fire told his story to Fire At-
torney Frank Hogan today. Although
Staeckel is admittedly more unfort-
unate than culpable, Attorney Hogan
says he will bring some charge
against the young man to insure his
attendance at the inquest.

How Fire Started.

Stoeckel was brought before the
fire attorney with his bhand, which
had been burned, swathed in band-
ages. He appeared heartbroken.

“About 8.45 o’clock this morning,
Stoeckel said, “Mr. Mitchell who is
a member of the firm, gave me three
pocket cigar lighters, and told me to
go to the finishing room on the fourth
floor and fill them with benzine. I
had filled two of the lighters out of
the five gallon can and was working
on the third when there was an ex-
plosion.

“A gheet of flame almost blinded
me. I did not fully regain my senses
until 1 had reached the street. The
lighters contained a contrivance to
make a spark but whether I igmited
one of them or not I don't know. 1
either dropped the can of benzine
when the flame shot up in front of me,
or it was blown out of my hands.”

Alexander Bush, a street car con-
ductor identified one of the bodies as
that of Rose Brucke, whom he was to
have married on Easter Sunday. He
identified her body by a number of

trinkets including an
ring.

In the meantime the wind was act-
lng as an incendiary throughout the
district. Building after building igni-
ted. The speeding gale spread the
flames so rapidly from house to house
that the occupants had barely time to
flee, leaving all their goods behind
them. Practically nothing was saved.

Most of the buildings burned car-
ried some insurance, but it is estima-
ted that the aggregate did not amount
to over $50,000.

At the time the fire in the Adams
house was discovered the house was
empty, The origin of the fire tonight
is still a mystery. In less than two
hours, . practically every building in
the district had been destroyed and 150
persons rendered homeless. Neigh-
bors are sheltering those who were
burned out.

Fight To Save Village.

Essex, Mass, March ~Their
homes imperilied, every townsman in
Essex turned out today to fight a
fire, starting at Chebacco Lake, where
it destroyed eight ice houses, piled
high with ice and valued at $60,000,
swept ‘northeast through the woodland
for two miles and threatened to wipe
out Essex Centre. By strenuous work,
however, the flames were checked at
the edge of the village. The total loss
will be $75,000.

Sparks from a fire of old ties beside
the Bosten and Maine railroad tracks
were borne by the high gale to one
of the ice houses, 1,000 feet away,
owned by Chas. Sears and located on
the border of Chebacco Lake. The sun
dried frame burned like tinder and
the flames spread almost immediately
to the other five icehouses owned by
Sears and later to two others owned
by Enoch Storrer. Efforts to save the
ice houses proved useless. Part of
the famous Centennial! Grove was de-
stroyed and.considerable damage was
doune to standing timber,

Windsor<Scorched.

Windsor, Ont,, Mar. 25.—Fire be-
lleved to have started in the basement
of the Unger-Willlamson laundry, on
West Sandwich street, soon after
Thursday midnight, destroyed the en-
tire block in which it was located.

D. M. Ferry and Company's seed
house and the laundry were complete-
ly destroyed, and the Pinkelee-Pea-
body Overall Co., sufered a parti-
al loss. The bullding was totally de-
stroyed. The loss upwards of $250,000.
The total insurance is not yet obtain-
able. W, Girard, a fireman, was bad-
ly injured by a fall of 40 feet when
the bullding on which he was stand-
ing with a pipe line collapsed. Assist-
ance was asked of Detroit and the big
fire boat Battle was sent across and
did valiant service.

160 Homeless.

Hamilton, Mass.,, Mar. 26.—Fanned
by a strong southwesterly gale, a fire
that started in a house on Mill street
South Hamilton, occupled by George
Adams and family today swept over
an area three-quarters of a mile
square, levelling 21 buildings, eight
of them residences and doing dam-
age estimated at about $100,000.

The district bounded by Mill, Ash-
ley, Willow and Main streets, only a
few hundred yards from the centre of
South Hamilton, tonight is a heap of
smouldering ruins. A neighbor discov-
ered the original fire, in the Adams
house, just before the flames broke
through the roof. An alarm was at
once sent in but by the time the town's
fire fighting equipment, a small en-
gine and two hose carts, had reached
the scene, the stiff March gale had
already carried the sparks to Ashley
street, a fourth of a mile away where
the house of George i1. Gibley caught
fire. The firemen saw that the situa-
tion called for outside help and an
appeal brought engines from Ipswich,
Beverly and Salem.

Seven Houses Burned.

Revere, Mass., March 25 —Seven

dwelling houses at Franklin Park on
the edge of this town next to the
Saugus line, were wholily or partly de-
Stroyed In. the blaze which kept the
firémen of both towns busy. The to-
tal loss will not exceed $23,000 prob-
ably. All the Revere and Saugus fire-
men and apparatus fought the flames,
while two fire companies from Lynn
and ore from Malden also assisted.

A blaze in the grass on the top of
the Iill started the trouble. It swept
down upon the large residence of
Wm. Pendleton on North Walnut St.
to .the east of Broadway and after
burning. the building spread until six
other dwellings in an area two and a
half miles long and one and a half
wide were ablaze. Carried by the
strong wind the sparks jumped over
wide spaces and set many other small
fires which were quickly smothered.

In the home of Wm. Pendleton was
his wife’s sister, Mrs. Helen B. An-
derson, a cripple. She was removed
by Chief Arthur M. Kimball of Re-
vere, while her sister, Mrs. Dunn, who
had remained at the side of the help-
less woman, in spite of the danger,
was taken out unconscious by fire
commissioner John B. Fizgerald of
Revere,

Three other dwellings in
Walnut street, occupied by H. G.
Wood and family, Michael Moynsa
with his wife and children and Mrs.
Laura Harding were burned. The
Franklin Park post office which is in
a store owned by Martha E. Waldron,
nearly opposite the Boston and Maine
railroad station, lost its roof, but Mrs.
Waldron saved all the mail and
stamps.

Forest Fires Raging.

Milford, N. H., March 25.—Two for-
est fires that raged here simultaneous-
ly today destroyed the Shedd school-
house and the buildings on the Totter-
ham estate in West Milford and the
bulldings on the Charles Penault farm
in South Miiford. Students from Mil-
ford Academy aided in fighting the
flames, which threatened the home of
Charlés Flanders near the Totterman
block. The total loss is placed at
about $60,000.

Loss of Life.

New York, March 25~In a fire
which swept through a five story ten-
ement in East 91st street, last night,
one man was burned to death and
two women recelved fatal injuries,
The victim was Edward Sharkey, a
tenant whose charred body was found
in a hallway on the first floor.

Fire on Manhattan Bridge.

New York, March 26.—For the sec-
ond time within a week there was a
spectacular fire in mid-air today, 120
feet above the East River, at the
Brooklyn end of the new Manhattan
bridge, which, although open for foet
traffic, is not yet completed. A Kket-
tle of hot tar bolled over, caught fire
from the embers under the kettle and
dripped in liguid flame to a huge
stack of railroad sleepers below.
These sleepérs are impregnated with
a waterproof solution which makes
them highly inflammable. Once on
fire, they burned fiercely and the
flames crept rapidly out over the riv-
er along the right of way. Huge clouds
of dense black smoke hid the outlines
of the bridge and falling brands rain
ed on the waters below, while thous-
ands gathered on house tops and at
pler-ends to watch an exhibition
which in impressiveness, almost riv-
alled a voleanic eruption.

Fire-boats from below were unable
Lo reach the blaze, Workmen let
down ropes with which lines of hose
were hauled up to a point where they
could be brought into play and then
the combined power of thé land en-
gines and the fire-boats quickly got
control. The damage to buckled gir-
ders and warped lattice-work, added
to the loss. in burned lumber, was
later  estimated at $25,000. The
strength of the bridge was in no way
impaired.

As a result of the numerous riotous
demonstrations on the part of the
striking employees of the local mills
of the International Paper (ompany,
residents of this town have appealed
to the local authorities for police pro-
tection. High Sheriff Hastings, upon
hearing of this demand uotpl\ﬂed Deputy
Sheriff Gilbert that he will supply the
needed protection and that if neces-
sary will eall the state militia to main-
tain order.

A mob of 200 strikers, armed with
clubs and baseball bats gathered at
the Maine Central Station to meet
the afternoon train following the re-
port that more strikebreakers were
expeced from Portland, but none of
these men were on the train. Several
boys in the crowd stoned the cars but
outside of this no hostilities were dis-
played,

Franklin, N. H.,, March 25.—With
the exception of one small pulp mill,
which no attempt has been made by
the company to start, the entire plant
of the International Paper Company
here was in full operation late today.
The company is appurently finding lit-
tle difficulty in getting men to re
place the 50 or more striking mem-
bers of the International Brotherhood
of Pulp, Sulphite and Paper Mill
Workers.

President Malin of the paper mills
workers' union today left for his
home in Fort Edward, N. Y., whence
after a short visit, he will probably
g0 to Rumford Falls, Me., to direct
the strike at another plant there. Be-
fore leaving Mr. Malin telegraphed to
Washington asking President Carey
of the United Brotherhood of Paper-
makers to come here and induce the
papermakers here, who so far have
hung back, to go out. President Carey
is conferring in Washington with
President Gompers of the American
Federation of Labor.

The local labor leaders say the
strikers ranks are likely to be largely
increased tomorrow. Today 30 stri
ers were given their pay in full. This
is taken to mean their employment
with the company is ended.

Rumford Falls, Me., Mar. -A re-
presentative of the American Federa-
tion of Labor, T. H. Flynn, arrived
from Washington tonight to investi-
gate the “deportation” of John H. Mal-
in and Geo. J. Schneider, president
and vice-president respectively of the
international Brotherhood of Pulp,
Sulphite and Paper Mill Workers. Mr.
Flynn asserted that he had been here
to secure the names of the men who
forced the labor leaders to leave town
late Monday night and to gather evi-
dence against them,

Mr. Flynn, in a statement, likened
the International Paper Company, at
whose plant here the labor men are
irying to organize a strike, to the Unit-
ed States Steel Corporation, saying
that each employed men whose duty
it was to “drive away citizens from
the dities where their plants are lo-
cated.”

Among the latter was Mrs,
Borden, who, as well as her husband,
was elected an honorary member of
the club.
