It was the government's duty
to see that the industrial life of Cana-
da was not destroyed, and with this
object the Minister of Finance had
maintained the equilibrium of the tar-
iff.

Canada Must Bear Her Share of The
Burden

Mr. Bennett said that Mr. White
had proposed a uniform increase in
customs duties in order to avoid the
charge of having adopted a new tariff
policy.
