Board of Trade Receives Com-
munication from Italy Re-
garding Trade Between St.
John and That Country,

R. B. Armstroug, secrctary of the
Board of Trade, received yesterday a
communication from I} Credito Itall-
ano de Milan, Italy, which stated in
part:

“The correspondence we have had
the pleasure of having with your good
institution procured us, from various
quarters, enquiries about the possibili.
ty of selling commodities of your.re.
gion in our country and the contra.
buying of Italian products.

“In order to comply with these re-

quests we thought it opportune to
complete & circumstantial report on
Italy as a field for international Im-
ports and experts, of which we beg
to hand you a copy herewith, We shall
feel obliged if you will bring the
same before your members; informing
them at the same time that we are
with pleasure at their disposal”

ment lLeague, was a decided success,
and hearty applause greeted each

Charles M. Lingley, president of
the league, acted as chairman, and in
an opening address spoke of the South
Eng League which had been organiz
ed in the summer of 1918, for the
entertainment in physical games for
the youth of the south end of the city.
Alluding to tha support it had al-

ready attained he hoped that in the|

future it would meet with that success
as characterized its activitiés in the
past.  He hoped that the city fathers
would co-operate with the members
of the league, by glving them thelr
support, and by broadening the action
they had undeptaken in furnishing
greater playgrounds for the south end,
which action only in its infancy.

Commissioner Jones was called and
was given a hearty reception. The
speaker alluded to the activities in
the south end relative to supplying
adequate sports for the youth, and al
thowgzh he had been somewhat lax in
the past, he promised that in the fu-
ture he would take up before the
council any questions for the better
ment of the league. He mentioned
that there was no reason why the
south end citizens should not be glv-
en the same measure of treatment
as the citizens in the central part of
the city, by having a band concert
on scheduled evenings during the next
summer months, and a suitable band
pavilian erected for this purpose.
Again he alluded to the splendid boat-
ing facilities which could be afforded
the south end citizens by the comple-
tion of Courtenay Bay works, when
action should be taken to secure some
shore property on which to erect boat
houses for the aquatic sports of the
citizens and the youth of south end.

Cody, A. M. Belding, George Hat-
field and John Elmore.
