Chicago, Dec. 1—The Yale Law School
football eleven was defeated on Marshal
Field, this afternoon by an eleven composed
of ex-stars of western universities, the score
being 12 to 0, for two 154minute halves.

Navy Beats Army.

Philadelphia, Dec. 1—On Franklin Field to-
day the navy retrieved its drofeat of last year
by thrashing the army' by ithe score of 11 to
7. It was a flerce contest from end to end
and was only won by the hardest kind of
playing on the part of the Annapolis cadets.
The West Point boys, in the face of defeaf,
never for a moment weakened and won ap-
plauss frem tho multitude cf spectators for
their gameness. Neither team played gilt-
edged football, but what they lacked in the
finer points of the game the elevens more
than made up by zeal and earnestness. Their
tackling was marked with a reckless aban-
don that stirred the army and navy officers
in the crowd in the stands into wild enthus-
jacm.

The greatest crowd that has assembled on
Franklin Field in a number cf years was out
to sec the game and many men distinguished
in public life occupied scats on either the
West Point or the Annapolis stands. Secre-
tary Root anda party, which included Lieut.
General Miles, ocoupied @ box on the army
gide. As the war sccretary made his appear-
ance he was honored with the West Point
Academy yell and three times three. In
other boxcs and scattered through the crowd
ijn the wsoldiers’ stand were many other
army officers, past and present. Secretary
Leng- was unable to attend the game, but
the navy department was just as fully re-
prezented in numbers as was the other arm
of the government service. Members of the
diplomatic conps were in the navy stand, as
were also a half dozen officers of the Rus-
gian imperial navy, who are temporarily
stationed in the country. The Russians be-
ing naval men, flaunted the blue and gold of
the ‘‘middies.”

The game, from every point of view, was
an enjoyable one. The black, gold and grey
of the Wcst Point supporters and the An-
napolis cclcrs seemed to cover the entire
four stanBis. The army team’s mascot was
e mule, togged out in the West Point colors,
while the pavy pinned its faith on the billy-
goat which was paraded up and down the side
lines by a cailor.

DISCUSS FREE SEATS.

A City Congregation . Discuss the

Matter.

S

Thete was quite a gathering of mem-’
bers at the meeting held in the vestry of
St. Luke’s church, North End, last even-
ing, a very large number of those present
being ladies. The meeting was called for
ithe purpose of discussing and dgcidmg
the proposal of Rev. Mr. MecKim that in
future seats of the church shall be free
or whether they should be sold to mem-
bers of the church as has previously been
done. The recior, Rev. Mr. McKim, pre-
gided. The meeting lasted for three hours,
during which time the question was thor-
oughly discussed. Most of the male mem-
bers of the congregation. took part in the
debate. The champions of free seats were
numerous but another portion of the con-
gregation was strongly in favor having
the pews disposed of in the future as they
have been in the past and did not hesi-
tate to say so. After much discussion
the question was put to a vote. "There
were present 56 pew holders out of 90
qualified to vote. Fortydtwo votes were
cast for free seats and 14 against. As
soon as the result was made known prom-
inent members of the churdh who Hhad
been in the minority raised the point
that the result was a defeat for the free
scats party. This evoked protests but a
reference Lo the rules of the congregation
showed that a two-thirds vote of all quali- |
fied to cast ballots  was necessary to
amend the constitution. This was 60 or
more than were present on both sides.
The matter rests as it has in the past;.
the pews will be private. Thiose who were
in favor of free seats and who had a ma-
jority at the meeting cdlaimed that the
vote was all right and should be sustain-
ed, as the members of the church had
all been notified and had the privilege of
attending. Those against free seats stuck
tio the legal interprelaition of the rules.
The chairmen found it necessary to have
the meeting adjourned. The meeting came
to a close with the benediction pronounced
by Rev. Mr. McKim.

It is not known whether the matter
will be brought up again or not but at
all events there are two strong parties on
the question and some think that ancther
meeting will be called.

The Queén Thanks Canadian Soldiers in
Person.

special cable from London says the of-
ficers and men of the Canadian Regiment
who reached here yesterday went out to

| Windsor today and were received by Her

Majesty. On their arrival at the Wandsor
railway station the Canadians were wel-
comed by the mayor. A large crowd had
assembled at the -station and on Castle
Hill and gave the men from the premier
colony of the empire a rousing reception,
cheering lustily at almost every movement.
The .Queen inspected the officers in the
quadrangle of: the castle, and expressed
her happiness at seeing them. She regret-
ted the lieavy casualties that had occurred
in their ranks since the war began. Her
Majesty thanked her subjects from Canada
for the grealt: service they had rendered
the cause of Great Britain in South Af-
rica- and wished them a safe return to
stheir homes in the dominion.

Colonet W. D. Oftter, who was in
command of the: Canadians, said his of-
ficers .and men were proud to render
service to their beloved Queen and the
empire over which she reigned..  They

| were proud to serve the flag under which

ithey were born, lived and hoped to die.
Rach officer of the regiment was pre-
sented individually to Her Majesty who
conversed with them for a moment or two.

Brunswick,whotbefore enlisting in“B” squa-
dron Canadian Mounted Rifles, was cap-
tain in the Third Regiment Canadian
Aattillery, was also presented. to the Queen.
He lost one of his legs while fighting for
{he supremacy of Great Britain in South
Africa. Her Majesty spoke in a most

The men afterward dined in the Riding
School of the castle, while the officers had

When time came for the party to re-
turn to London an immense throng had
gaithered and had became so demonstrative
at times that they rushed into the ranks,
grasped the Canadians by the hands and
caused the parade to become disorganized.

San.Antonio, Tex., Dec: 2.~ A terrible
wreck in which a score “of *persons: were
killed and about 60 hurt, ‘occurvedion the
Mexican Central railway on~ Thursday
afternoon between Tamanacha and Symon,
50 miles south of Jumilico. T'woktraind col«
lided. The first news of the disaster reach-
ed here today. Edward Rische, 4 citigen’ of
San Antonio, was at the scene 20 minutes
after the engines crashed together. The
place where the wreck occurred ig-in:a
valley at the foot of two immense hills.
At the time both trains were running 30
miles an hour. One of the trains had on
board a construction crew numbering 150
men. The other was a freight train of 55
empty cars. Three engines and ‘about 40
cars were piled 30 feet high. The Ameri-
can train employes were forced to: flee to
avoid being lynched. The names of “the
killed and injured are not obtainable. This
is said to be the most serious wreck that
has ever occurred in Mexico. .
