Now, gentlemen, 1 think I can eay to
you as intefligent men that when I have
heen acoused, as I have been in this con-
teat, of not doing my duty to you, dhe
purden is cast upon my opponents of mak-
ing good their accusations.

Reviewing the Facts.

‘They are making the charge tawat I have
dailed in the dicdharge of my public duty,
and they are bound to make good that
accusation. It is not enowgh for them to
go throughout tais county and make gen-
eral charges of maladministration and of
corruption, but they are bound to produce
facts and figures to show that I, and the
government of which I ap a member, am
no longer worthy of your confidence.

For over 18 years, nay, for 20 years, the

guidanc2 in reference to many of the larger
political questions, Was for many years tihe
feader—1 6ay ever s&ince he became
jeader of the government in 1883, the peo-

le of this country, whenever they have
fheen appealed to for their confidence, have
alwayw responded by g'ying to this govern-
ment and its supporters magnificent majori-
tien. Now gent'emen, in the course of
events, different leaders have passed out
of the government and today we have a new
premier, one who has been in office for
sometiing over two veare. and itvhagpp_ened
that I became the attorney-general of tne

province, standing as second in com-
mand of the ship, and of counse
in & position where 1 must necesarily be
able to exercise a very cemsiderable degree
of intluence.

Well, sir, I am here today to say to
you—and {I eay it without fear of contra-
diction—that during the whole period since
1885, when I first became your represent-
ative, I have a.ways endeavored honestly
:nd faithfully to . discharge my public

uty.

There are many men before me who
know something with regard to the, ad-
ministration and the expenditure of the
public moneys in this county during that
long period of time. There has passed
thrbugh my hands during that period of
time a good many hundreds of thousands
of dollars which have been expended in
this county. \

Empty Charges Answered.

There are some men here today who,
in years gone by, enjoyed my confidence
and who are now my opponents, and, sir,
1 defy any man in the county to place
his finger upen a single instance in which
either L or the candidates who have been
connected with me have ever asked any
contractor in this county, any man who
has had the expenditure of public moneys,
for one single dollar of contribution for
election “purposes or for any other pur-

pose. ;

Every dollar which has been given to this
county has gone into work in the repairs
of roads and the building and repair of
bridges and in-the building of wharves—
has gone for the benefit of the people.
Now, when my good friends who are
here opposed to me make the charge that
I am corrupt, I ask you ‘if  there would
be any easier place in which to find . there
had been corruption, in which to find
there had been misuse of the public
moneys, than right here in your county,
where the thing has been largely under
my control, during the years I have been
your representative? (Hear, hear.) And
vet they cannot do it; not one single five
cent piece has ever come into the hands
of myself on my colleagues who have been
assocrated with me, that has been used
for - any political or other purpose; but
the money has been used for the purposes
of the county.’

In eome cases there have been mistakes
made. by the commissioners, but there is
an honest demre that the money should
be expended for the public benetit. Now,
gentlmen, I mention these facts because
I hold that a public man has eome right
to fair treatment at the hands of his
political opponents.

S'ancerers Condemned.

In private life you would say, if anyone
is guilty of elander, anyone guilty of cir-
culating a story that you are dishonest,
you would say he ought to be condemned
by public opinion, because he ought not
to circulate slanderous stories unless he is
able to make themn good. I hold that the
same rule ought to apply to pubile life,
because the honor and reputation of any
public man are just as sacred, just as
dear to him as the honor and reputation
of a man in private life; and when these
men go around the county, circulating
these slanders about myself and my gov-
ernment,and say we are corrupt and guilty
of maladministration of the public affairs,
I say they are just as guilly of slander
as the man in private life who seeks to
take away your character. (Hear, hear).

As I eaid last aight, these gentlemen
do not seem to weigh their worde. They
make these statements evidently without
the slightest proof of them. As an illus-
tration, I have in my hands what pro-
fesses to be a report of a epeech, or rath-
er three speeches, delivered at Kingston
on th 16th inst.; at whicky Mr. Sproul,Mr.
O’Connell and Mr. Moore were present.
The report is attached to a circular pro-
fessing to be signed by these gent.emen,
and I take it they are responsaible for the
statment contained therein. -I would ask
my iriend, Mr. Sproul, .if he is. Mr.
Sproul says he is, and he says this circular
was iseued by their authority and that
they are responsible for the statements
contained in it.

Getting Down to Facts.

Now I find in this report a number of
gtatements which are of a very exagger-
ated character and which cannot be sub-
stantiated for 4 moment. I find, for in-
stance, my friend, Mr. Swvroul, says, in
the close of his remarks, that “if people
to whom he appeals stand together there
can be but one result, that of hurling from
power the present aggregation of political
adventurers, who possess no sense of con-
sistency or politieal - morality, but are
simply held together by the cohesive love
of public plunder.”

Now, gentlemen, that is a charge that
I haye been making use of my position
for the purpose of plundering the public
treasury. It is an accusation against me
of a most serious  character, and from
my accusers today I demand proof.
(Loud cheers.)

You have knwn me during all the years
that I have Deen your representative; you
have supported me upon the six different
occasions when I appealed to you by dif-
ferent majorities; vou have a right to
know. because my honor is your honor;
you have a right to kaow whether I am
guilty of stealing money from the public
chest; vou have a right to know it.
