would form the va or of arsenious acid, wii b 
is the substance commonly called r rsenie, and 
known as a deadly poi-on, while the hydro- 
gen, the other < Constituent of the decomposed 
Dos are combining with the cy nogen, 
would form the still more fearful poison called 
by chemists hydroeycric acid, l ut more 
tami’iarly known to the public as pru-sic acid. 
Thus, by the explosion of such a shell, the 
eurr unding air would be instantly impregnat- 
ed with the vapors of two of the most ft arful 
poisons known 10 medicine.

It is easy to perceive what formidable mis­
siles might be produced by such shells thrown 
into towns, or among crowded bodies of men, 
from distance of six or eight mil s, by the 
artillery recently invented. Before such 
agents gunpowder would “pale its ineffectual 
fires.”

ing pari ia the melee. A few seconds after­
wards t«o shots were fired from a pistol in 
the hands of one of the parties, th: last shot 
taking effect in the heart of the unfortunate 
man Duigh, who expired in a few minutes 
after receiving the fatal wound. As soon as 
Mr. White heard of the sad occurrence, he 
promptly had some suspected parties placed 
under strict surveillance. Yesterday fore- 
noon Coroner Bull and two police officers 
repaired t the place where the murder was 
committed, and empanelled a jury. At 
the scene of the tragedy is some twelve mi’es 
distant from this city, we have not as yet re 
ceived the verdict of the jury. Deceased 
was a native of Ireland, about 30 years of 
age, and leaves a wife to lament bis untimely 
end.

INTERESTING MEDICAL DIS. 
COVER Y.

At a recent s-s-i n of the New York 
Academy of Medicine, some new facts were 
presented in regard to large cla sof diseases, 
of which we copy the following report from 
The Times :

• Dr. Corson followed with a paper upon the 
management of the shoulders in che-t exami- 
nations, announcing two or three new 
pby sical signs. His theory was to 
make two levers and books of the arm- 
end hands, shift the shiek shoulder blades, 
thin the muscles before and behind, get 
nearer the lungs, end thus to bear beter the 
sou ds. He has given this a fair trial. 
These various plans he presented had been 
used successfully io some kundreds of cases 
in the di pen-aries and in private during the 
past year. The paper was illustrated by 
several large drawings. To threw back the 
shoulders and bare the whole frost, we need­
ed the "first positi n.” It was merely to 
hold the left wrist with the right hand be- 
hind the loins. This had many little adrac- 
tages io blind cases. It gave symmetry, 
got nd of the arms, and fitted the cost or 
flesh cl sely for inspection, and tightened 
the muscles like a drum-head lor delicate 
percussion. The “second position” we 
slat d to be i he common « ne of locking th< 
hands over the Lead, to examine the axillae 
The "third" was s mething like this I 
crossed the arms at the back of the head, 
with the hands grasping near the elbows, se 
as to hoist the shoulder blades high up, and 
sea ch for obscure pleurisy or pneumonia low 
down posteriorly.

It was very important in suspicious cases 
of rough to examine carefully the top of the 

, lungs behind ; tor, with ut any distinct signs 
in I out, con umpt on —oiteo mistaken for a 
mere throat off cron— began here. A few 
scat e ed tubercles were apt to burrow be­
neath the top of the shoulder. Here we 
needed the “fourth positi n.” For this the 
patient cr ssed arms io front, slightly stoop- 
ing, looked the hands at the loins below 
the ribs, and then stretched upward to in- 
crease the tersion, while the physician help- 
ed by pushing down ‘he shoulders to the ut­
most behind. They were thus slid off, the 
muscles into the down, and the ear came 
closer upon the summit of the lung, and beard 
better the sounds.

But, as worth more than all the rest, Dr. 
Corson commended ihe ‘filth po ition ;'’ for 
by otural machinery it wrenched the shoul- 
ders forward out of their beds, widely severe- 
ed them in the rear, often stretched out their 
muscles here till like siout cloth, and thus 
quite uncovered the inner and upper part of 
tbe lungs behind. To accomplish this, the 
patieut crossed his arms io front, with tbe 
stronger outside, grasped bis eboulder joiots, 
pulled both str ugly, and held fast, while the 
physician aided at the back by pushing as 
before, Even in health and breathing sound 
here could often be thus nearly doubled. He 
enumerated many delicate signs of consump­
tion, pleurisy, and pneumonia, that could 
thus be brought out, and among the rest a 
new one like breathing through the layer of 
wet sponge he rd after or before the muc- 
ous rales of bronchitis, which he would name 
moist respiration.

He Lad als » an interesting and realty use­
ful phisicial sign to commucicse, which bad 
hithe to escaped notice. It was compara- 
tive stiffness is the motion of the shoulder 
over the lu g mo t diseas d, on strong breath- 
log. as watered carefuly f om behind. For 
this be gave the ‘sixth pos ti n,” It was to 
face the back of tbe p tient a yard distant, 
near a win low or whie wall, and let him 
drop his arm*, ‘as if dead,’ by his side, end 
breaths deeply, like a man a little out of 
breath.’ The physician first ‘takes aim, 
like a rifleman, across the tops of the shoul 
ders, and th o draws nearer and watches the 
play of the inferior angles of tbe scapulae in 
breathing, witha movement like that of the 
fos of a fish.” The paralysis might be either 
Bain y *acromical’ or angular.’ Curiously 
eucugh, this seemed to depend on tbe higher 
or lower lo ati n if the disease, whic h thus 
paralyzes the Paris nearest. A very elegant 
way of testing ‘angular’ stiff ess, especially- 
in a full clad lady, was to p ace tbe two iod x 
fiogers, as ‘pointes,’ ligh y on the low r 
ends of the shoulder-blades, and wa ch their 
motion as she sighs./

This stiffness of the shoulder was least in 
recent attack, It varied most in diff rent 
stages of phthisis, was slightest in pneumonia, 
and greatest in pleuritic affections.

In reply to the question of originality of 
these diff-rent suggestions which bad been 
rais- d, Dr. Corson stated that for a year past, 
excepting the ‘second position.’ 10 his lectures 
to students, be bad spoken of them as ‘0o- 
velties not io 'be books, and as ‘belonging 
to tbe New York School.’ He had search- 
for them elsewhere in vain. If proved to be 
mistaken he would gladly make honorable 
restitution. He commended these simple 
expedients as throwing light upon one third 
of the fatal diseases of the race, in con- 
sumption alone, be believed they added fully 
one third to our means of detecting its ear- 
liest eigne.

Several patients were then examined in 
confirmation of these views.

ATROCIOUS A T TEMPT AT 
MURDER.

A ROMAN CATHOLIC PRIEST STABBED IN HIS 
HOUSE AT MIDNIGHT.

[From the L nd m Free Press.]
One of the most diabolical attemp s at as- 

sa-sination which bas come under our notice 
fur some time, occurr d at St. Thomas on the 
night of Friday, the 15th instant. The house 
of the Rev. Clement Fachon, Roman Ca- 
theic priest, was entered at midnight by two 
bloodthirsty villians, and the obj-ct of their 
search —the pr e-t himself— stabbed near the 
heart, and left for dead. A previous at­
tempt at the life of tbe same gen eman was 
made on the ni ht of the 1s instant, when be 
was seized near his home aud attempted to 
be strangled. Oo the nights of the 1st, tbe 
2nd, and the 4th of this month, the windows 
of the house in which he dwells were broken 
by stones, and on some of the congregation 
keping watch to protect tbe life and proper- 
ty of their pastor, a gue was fired at them 
on tbe night of the 2nd instant. It is evi­
dent from the series of outrages, that a de- 
termination to take the life of the Rev. gen­
tleman exists, and that this resolve is not 
merely tbe personal decision of one individual 
buttbat a combination existe for the purpose. 
The state of the congregation of the Catho- 
lie Church is now one of continued alarm 
and excitement. It is not deemed advisable 
to leave their priest unattended by a body­
guard day or night; for now when two at- 
tempts bare been made on his life who shall 
say when the next may not occur ? Such a 
state of things is the more unaccountable 
when we mention that the Bevd. Clement 
Frachon (a Frenchman) is a gentleman ol 
mild and conciliatory disposition, of gentle- 
manly deportment, and so far as we can 
learo of tbe most unblemished character. In­
deed, we have taken particular pains to as- 
certain how be is esteemed at St. Thomae, 
and tbe universal sentiment i one of the 
highest towards him. It is exceedingly dif­
ficult, then, to know where to look for the 
cause that would lead lo the blood thirsty 
attempt recorded below. Surely it cannot 
arise from the religions bate of the members 
of another creed—such a suspicion would be 
an insult to the Protestantism of Upper Ca­
nada.

A STONE BREAKING MACHINE.—The 
Chicago Times notices a new invention just 
brought out in that city for the purpose of 
breaking stone. Tbe breaking apparatus 
consists of two heavy cast iron cylinders, arm­
ed with teeth somewhat after the manner of 
a bark mill, but much larger. These are 
driven by heavy cog-wheel-. Over tbe cy­
linder is a hooper, also of cast iron, into which 
the stones to be broken are thrown. The 
broken stone come out from a shute at one 
side like grain from a threshing machine. 
Tbe patent of this machine is owned by tbe 
Chicago Stone, Coal and Mining Company. 
The New York Central Park Commissioners 
have purchased one. It is to be used in 
breaking stone for macadamizing the streets 
io that park, for concrete, etc. It weight 
is about twelve tons and cost twelve 
hundred dollars. It is calculated to break 
about forty tons of stone in twelve hours. 
Tbe stone is broken into pieces of tbe or­
dinary size for macadamizing, and tbe ma­
chine may be adjusted for a larger or small­
er size Not only rough stones bet bou!- 
ders, sixteen inches in diameter, are broken 
in the machine with equal facility. A 
quantity of iron ore from Lake Superior, 
much harder than any stone, was also broken 
in the machine with the greatest facility.

DESTRUCTIVE ENGINES OF 
WAR.

[To tbe Editor of the Times.]
SIR,—The public attention having been 

recently invited to various expedients, chiefly 
mechanical, by which the destructive power 
of projectiles used in war can be augmented, 
it will not be considered inopportune to 
suggest to the authorities tbe advantages that 
way be derived from many chymicai agents 
which, though sufficiently familiar in the 
laboratory, would, no far as I know, be al­
together novel in the fiId or on the water. 
As tbe destructive powers of such agent do 
not depend 00 any secret proprieties of their 
materials, and have therefore no speculative 
or theoretical character, they may be deem­
ed the more deserving of tbe attention cf prac­
tical m n.

Hitherto tbe offensive Engines of war des 
troy tbe enemy by more mechanical effects, 
cutting or piercing vital parts, tearing off 
members, and destroyed life either instant- 
abeously, or disabling the enemy by maim- 
ing and mangling his body. The class of 
destructive agents to which I would now de­
mand attention would produce totally differ­
ent and much more destructive effects. If

versionary interest, and a controlling power. 
These Duchies are more populous than Cana­
da. Such is the prospect before Austria at 
this time—such tbe work which she has.to 
accomplish, if she is not to be partly broken

After all, however, it will be ber own 
strong arm upon which her reliance will have 
to be placed. We believe that arm to be 
stronger than is commonly supposed. In 
ber history a W allenstein, a Prince Eugene, 
an Arch-Duke Charles, and a Padetsky, 
shew that the military genius is not alien from 
ber composition. Kehl, and Caldiero, and 
Aspern are memorials of her victorious en- 
ergy. To start thus with the pride of the 
past is something in a war. Of her 600,000 
troops, 68, 00 are cavalry and 52,000 artil- 
lery, with 1,200 cannon. This army has 
been most ass duously trained throughout the 
reign of the present Emperor, Francis Jo- 
seph, Then, too, the marine force of Austria 
has been nurtured so * to be an element of 
importance at this moment. Tbe Port of
