Canadianr Expressmen
Are Out On Strike

PAYMENT OF MESSENGERS
AND EIGHT-HOUR DAY
CNLY POINTS IN DIS-

PUITY,

The threatenca sirike of the Cana-
dian Express Company’s employes
throughout the Dominion materializ~
ed at six o'clock last evening in con-
sequence of the refusal of the com-
pany to comply with the demands
for increased wages and improved
working econditions. According to
a Montreal despatch about 1,200
men are affected. In Toronto the
men clam about 300 men have
quit work, and will not return until
the ecompany agrees to accept in
ful the award made by the board
of conciliation appointed to adjust
the men's grievance .

These are that increases o 10,
12 and 15 per dent. be made in the
present wage secale, that messengers
be paid on the mileage basis, and
that the eight-hour work day be
adopted for al employes. This
award was appeaed by the com-
pany and the Labor Appeal Board
practically confirmed the award of
Judge Gunn, excepting that the
adoption of the eight-hour day was
no: to be eifective unti! all other
express companies ‘n Canada adopt-
ed it, and that the rate of pay forl
messengers was to be aecording to
duties performed. The ecompany
agreed to aceept the finding of the
appeal board, but it was rejected by
the employes, who insisted that the
original aw be carried out.
