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him. But the poor child, not being hurt,
but only frightened with the fall, ftarted up,
and ran away without crying.

My Matfter then left us; but his wife’s mo-
ther came and fat down by me, telling me I
muft {leep there that night. After this the
went out for a while, and then returned with
a {fmall fkin to cover my feet; giving me to
underitand withal, that my mafter was now
determined to kill us.
