
Bil relating to the Common of
Three Rivers.

EIIREAS " the Chairnan and Trus-
r'c.~y tees of' the Common of the Town of

Three Rivers," have by their Petition to the
Legislature prayed for certain powers to enable
them to effect for the public advantage of the
Inhabitants of the Town of Three Rivers, cer--
tain purposes in their aforesaid Petition specifi-
ed, and which powers it is expedient to grant :
Be it thierefore enacted by the King's Most Ex-
cellent. Majesty, by and with the advice and con-
sent of the L'egislative Cotncil and Assembly
cf the Province of Lower-Canada, constituted
and assembled by virtue of and under the au-
thority of' an Act passed in the Parliament of
Great Britain, intitutied, " An Act to repeal

certain parts of an Act passed in the four-
teenth year of His Majesty's Reign, intitul-
e ed, I An Actf>r making more eicfzealprovi-
sion jôr the Government oftihe P>rovince of
Quebcc, in .North America ;" Ani to make

" further provision for the Government of the
said Province :"

And it is hereby enacted by the authority of
the same, that it shall from and afier the passing
of this Act, be lawful for the Corporation, es-
tablished at the Town of Three Rivers, under
the name of " Thte Chairman and Trustees of
the Common of the Tow of Threg Riz-ers," to
concede or grant in Town-lots, each lot not ex-
ceeding one lialf arpent in superficies, a portion
not to exceed in ail thirty arpents in superficies
of the Common of Three-Rivers, for the pur-
pose of prolonging the concession or ridge of
Town-lots, as Veil on the North-West as South-
East side of St. Philip Street, to the Wind-
Mili, so as to afford an issue fron the said Street
to the King's highway, and in like manner to
continue or prolong one concession or lot only,
from the extremity of Forges' Street to the lot
held hy the representatives of the late Malcolm
Fraser.

II. Provided alwavs and be it further en-
acted by the authority aforesaid, that such con-
cessions or grants shall only be made on thé ex-
press condition that the Grantees, and their se-
veral Iepresentatives, or others holding the said
Town iots, to be conceded or granted in vir.
tue of the power conferred by this Act, shail
respectively be held to make and maintain for
ait time to cone, at their own proper cost and
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
