attempt to get the soft effeets of an etching or a

photogravure in reproduction.

Rotogravure gives a ‘‘full-tone’’ instead of a ‘“half-tone.”’ It
also differs from the ‘‘half-tone’’ in that it is an intaglio pro-
cess instead of a cameo process. The printing ink rests in
““pockets’’ in the engravings, W_hereas_in ‘‘half-tone’’ engray-
ings the ink touches only the high points of the engraving.
