Skibobbing, while relatively new
in Canada, has been very popular
in Europe as both a racing and
recreational sport for the past 15
years.

A skibob resembles a bicycle,
with handlebars, frame, front and
rear Kony adjustable shocks and
instead of wheels, a 100cm
steerable front ski attached to the
frame and one stationary main ski
115-120 cm long.

The racer also wears two-55cm
ski which can be placed on the
ground for stability in slalom and
giantslalom races, or can berested
on footpegs for the downhill races.
In the downhill event, competi-
tors can reach speeds of 80-90
Km/hr.
