is the best we have ever had, and it has almost been
closed through lack of scholars. Something must be
done to keep (anada—once the fourth ship-owning

power in the world—on the maritime map.

The Toronto Naval League aims to do this. The
love of the sea is inborn in every stirring lad. The
League's aim is to give that love opportunity for
wholesome expression. That is good for the boy,
good for Canada, good for the Empire. KEre 1917
closes the League hopes to have a thousand lads well
