in Quebec, one in Ottawa, one in North Bay,
not only for French children, but especially in
the Quebec district, for our English-speaking
Protestant children, who for lack of education-
a! facilities, are forced to go to Roman Cath-
olic schools, at the peril of their faith.

The time for action has come. We have
every assurance that every encouragement
shall be given by our Board of Home Missions
to a well thought out educational policy and
funds to carry it out will be forthcoming.

Let us lose no time. We are living in a
grand and awful age, an age on ages telling,
and to-day, not to-morrow, is the time to take
action.

Christian education is one of the strongest
factors in the building up of Christian man-
hood and womanhood. I.et us establish at
once the additional schools which the present
condition of things in the Province of Quebec
renders absolutely necessary.
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
