Tne mistake here in:ule is that 
wo do not, as they claim, pay to the 
saints and angels that supreme honor 
which we give to God. It is not the 
saints and angels wc adore but God. 
Wo honor our fellow-men because of 
the deeds they perform or the virtues 
they possess.
How proper then to honor those who 
have attained eternal life with God ? 
In honoring them it is in reference to 
God from Whom they have received all 
their me*its. How proper, also, to ask 
their intercession in our behalf be­

nt their greater power with God ? 
We honor their relics because their 
bodies were the living temples of the 
lloly Ghost.

But it is also charged 
ship images, which is contrary to the 
commandment.

It 
is a veneration, too, not forbidden. In 
our homes are hung the portraits and 
sculptured figures of those we cherish 
most tenderly.
