New Brousswick LrGisLaTURE.—~In the
House of Asscmbly on Thursday/ihe 28:b ult,
we learn fiom ibe New Brunswick Reporter. oo
the Edacational Extra Grants being read, Hou.
Mr. Rubertson rose and erquired when would
those partial and extraordinary expenditores of
the public meney come to an end. It bad always
appeared 1o bim 10 be the very worst policy io
take ibe funds which we collected from the peo-
ple, and ostenwibly designed for their education,
and apply tbem to the support of what were
called superior schools ; schools which if de-ign-
ed for the purpose of affording a superior educa-
tion, should be paid for by those, and those only,
who require them. Tbe present appropriations
for schouls were exceedingly liberal, and should
in bis opinion be superseded by direct taxation ;
but under all circumstances, the weaithy portion
of the community whe require superior educa-
tion for their children, should themselves pay
for it.

Hon. Mr. Hamilton -aid there shouid be on'y
one general sysiem adop'ed in the digbursement
of the public mooey for schools He was oppoced
to all denomnational grante; but be could well
underztand their origin. They were sustained
in the other Branch in order to conciliate those
ir fluential parties in the country who were main
ly 10 umental in-gaining thewr elections for the
members. He could encourage no grants for
education beyond (bose appropriated to the par-
ish and G-ammar Schools.

Hon. Mr. Siceves said it was very well for the
bon. member 10 aliude so frequently to the orher
Branch, but in doing so he should remember
tbat i's members were subject to tbe popular
controul; and that the fact ot these grants being
made at all showed that the public were in thew
favour. Alwosi every rehigions desowination
io the province expecied ranis fo aid them in
sustaining tbe useful institutions which they bad
established tor giving a superior education to the
youth of ihe country ; and if ibe Episcopalians,
Metbod sis, Baptists, and Roman Ca bolics were
opposed in this desire, il iheir granis were
swep' away—be would like to koow what Go
vernment would etand, or what member could
be returned to conduct the business of the coun-
try. Aiter all, these superior lnstitutions for
learning were doing a vast amiount of good in
the Piovice  Toere was the Sackville Aca
demy alone, which bad in tbe last year afforded
the means of a superior education to upwards of
tbree hundred studenis of both sexes, such as
could not not be given in the parish schoo's,
thus firting them for the discharge of thase active
aud uselul dut es of life which mus' devolve upon
thém in tuiure years. It should be remembered
that 1t is not a. the present time that those grants
are ioitiated. They exist already,and it was
imﬂ; ossitle to put them down; lor it was not

. otly 1he amount of good which they accomplish

ed, but the large inves'men's of momey made io
schooibouses, &, which must be taken into con
sideraion. It might, bowever, be, that if the
present system bad pever existed, a better one
m ght, under the circumstances of the country,
be now adoped; but this was a problem,

Hon. Mr. Seely said be was far from beina
satnfied with the explanations just given He
did pot believe it was the ou'side pressure wh:ich
n flurne-d these grante. Oa the contrary, be
thougbt that it all these gran's were indiscrim~
inately swept away, the couvairy would gladiy
2cqmesce, and veicher the Government nor the
elecrion of measbers for the other Branch would
be atlected by the change  The fact was, these
gran's were sus'aived and encouraged in the
House of Assembly because they were popular
with their most inflaenual supporters.

Hon. Mr, Roberison observed that every word
which be bad raid was wore than corroborated
by the statements of bhis hon friend opposite
(Mr. S eeves) aittough not agreeing in the same
corclusions—all went to adwmit the evil which
bad been i1 flicted on the country, but it ap
peared it wag nct eo easy to get rid of it. He,
(bon. Mr. Robertson) bad maintained in his
place, when on a former occasion the grant to
the Baptist Sewinary was tbe subject of debate,
that those secrarian grants would, if fasrened
upon tbe country, yet become the cause of much
tronble ard contention. ln the original cbarter
of King's Collega—a charter which imposed the
terms upon everf) s'udent of subscribing to ibe
89 artic'es, this src-arian spirit had its origin ;
and its froits had ever since beea fully mani-
fested in the bisory of that Institution, not on'y
in the intrios ¢ evil which it invoived, but in the
pumerous c'a'ms which it naturally wae the
means of indncing from o ber depominations.
He (hon. Mr R ) al:o bad srated that whenever
the Coliege came to be denuded of its sectarian

" cla'me, he would then resist the claime of others

—in iact that be would oppose every denomina
tiona! echool grant in the Province. Iy was in
the year 41 that the Baptist schoo! grant was first
pas »d, and than foilowed that ‘o the Wesleyan
Academy, which at'the prescnt time amounts to
£600 per anoum Here wasbis position :—it

“tLere nstitutions were important enough from

the number of students which they educated, to
entile them to such lrge provincial grants, what
was then to prevent them from being self sus

taiomg ? 1t 400 studen's—priocipaliy the cbil

dren of wealthy parents—were educated in the
Sackville Acadewy, was that any argument thar
they shonid receive £600 from tbe Provinee ?
It ouly went tq prove that such an lastirution
mus’ be able 1o susiain weelf. He did mot be-
lieve the Wesleyans would object to the suspen-
#icn of their grant.  On the contrary be thoughe
they would be pleased at it, provided every other
denoininartonal gran' were swept away at the
same time. The hon. Member opposite (Mr.
Steeves) had said that the evil could not now be
stopped—* no” by hon Mr. Steeves; “ 1 did
not admit it was an evil ”  Weil it was in a fair
way of being increared instead of stopped, lor
there wou!d be the new Piesbyterian College at
Woodstock, wbich would in a thort time doub'~
pounds for 'ite first instale
He believed if the le of the Province
were consulied in view of this general subject,
there would be a large majority in favour of
sweepiog away these denominational grants for-
ever. They bad originated long since in an ex-
clusive Instirution. and with that they should now
be swept away.- Oane denominaion, the Pres-
byterians, who were equally entitled with others

to these grants;bad never yet claimed them—
snd in any partial distribution of the pablic

funds, the injustice must be acknowledged ; but |

it was not the amounts paid, but the principle
! involved, which formed bis principal objection
He was willing to pay for education of his
‘chlldnn. and that was the just principle. It
might here in Fredericton cost about £60 per
|annum to send a boy for bis educatinn (o the
Collegiate School ; but of tbat be did not com-
plain, believing as be did that the parties con
cerned received full value for their money.

Hon Mr Harrison said be bad thirty yearsago
protested in bis place in the House of Assembly,
against the exclusive charter granted to King’s
College. He bad then said that the emoluments
granted under this exclusive system would in-
dace others to make similar demands, and long
since bis prediction bad been accomplished. The
subject ot Education was the most difficuit which
any -Government could approach. But in this
instance, when tbe grants were already in exist-
ence, it became doubly 8o, and likely to inciease.
Now the country was subjected to other great
public charges, and it became imposs ble to sup-
port them ail  He wculd thrrefore go with any
measure for sweeping away the whole of these
public charges, which were now too beavy for
«be people.

Hon. Mr. Ssunders would peitber stop nor

curtail those grants at the present time. He
wisbed their bonors to look at their origin—at
the Sackville Academy, first os d by a do
naiion from a private sourcs of £5,000,and siace
largely sustained by the same individual. Owing
to the exbaustless energy of the Wesleyans, they
bad succeeded in establishing a superior College,
not only for the youth of their own cenomina~
tion, but for all o.bers who might choose to avail
themselves of its benefits without any religions
tests. Bt great as their funds were, they found
it necessary to apply for Provincial ad, and be
was pleased 10 say rhat it bad not been withheld
In the firet inst they obtained a small grant,
but as the facilities and utiliry of the Academy
increased, additional aid was also required, and
the mnstitution of a separate Academy for the
education of females rendered this application
still more imperative, and resulted in an addi~
tional grant of 300. From bis own experience
he could say iLat no meney could be better ex~
pended, and it was not now that be would by
1estraining the grant and turnirg off the Profes-
sors, suspend these superior institutions, and
thereby njure the whole country. Even tbe
greatest exertions of the Wesleyans could not
well resist such an iufliction. Tbe Baptists, too,
bad commenced with subecriptions amonnting to
about £4 000 They bad erected a fine building
in Fiederic on for the purposes of a Seminary,
and they also obtained from England a gentle-
man of 1he highest scholastic attasnments to take
it in charge. A pumber of z:ung men who for-
merly bad to go abroad for tbeir education, were
tbus well educated for the different occupations
of life at bome. and the educational cbaracter of
tbe Province was much enbanced by tbe circum
stance. There was also anoitber simlar estab
lishment at Mil Town, ~ne which be believed
bad been largely endowed by an bon. member
of tbis body (Hon. M. Todd,) and it, t0o, was
doing a large amount of good. The granis to all
these superior schools—producing as tbey did
such a vast amount of real benefit to the people
—he (Hon Mr. Saunders) would by no means
sweep away.
Hon. Mr. Hamilton said it was frue that a
great preseure bad, as stated, been brought in
favor o1 these grants in the other branch of the
Legislature, but it would be better for the repre-
sentatives of the people, it they were left more
free and untrammelled in the exercise of their
own judgment. He was glad, however, to know
that the Presbyterians bad not increased this
pressure s

Hon. Mr. S eeves spoke at some length upon
the general usefulnes ot the superior echools, and
Hon. Mr. Botsford followed, agreeing to the
abstract principie, that all denominaional grants
shouid be swep' away, but they bad now, tbrough
the weakness of the Executive and other causes
became a part of the public institutions of tbe
country. All would admit that the Sackville
Academy was an excellent institution, and the
money they received was therefore well expend-
ed; but he feared that in sowe instances the
grarts were not so well laid out, and that the
money was in consequence lost. The people of
Nova Scotia were scosible ot the usefulness of
the Sackville institution as they annually appro-
priated £200 for its support. But after all, the
Government for the time being should take mes-
sures for the examination of every echool obtain-
ing extra aid tbroughout the Province ; and
where any decomination expend so largely from
their own fouds, and coatinue, as in the case of
the Sackville Academy, to maintain a useful and
extensive es'ablishment, it was only right that
they shouid cbain public aid.

Our Upper Canada
papers inform us that the new regulation took
effect on Sunday last, and it was an icipated that
a large majority of the offices would then be
closed. The, at:bough not so complete a reform
as we could wish, s pevertbeless an instalment
for'which we are sure every God fearing indi

vidua! throughou: the country will be beartly
gratetul. 1 1s, as we have said,a step in the
right direction, and affords a fair promise that it
the lovers of the Sabbarh will but persevere in
tbeir commendabie eflorts, the day is pot tar dis-
rant when this reform sball pot be merely partial
and optiocal but obligatory and general in both
sections of the province. The same necessity
exists bere as 0 Upper Canada, and we there-
fore earnestly hope that a similar departmental
circular will fortbwith be issued to Lower Cana-
dian posimasters in town and country. A mea-
sure such as tbis will tend more effectually than
ocean postal subsidies to commend Mr. Smith's
administration to the hearty approbation of righ-
thinking men througbout ibe length and breadth
of wuited Canada.— Quebec Gazette.
