From the St. Louis Advoecate.

No. mere description can impress one with
the vast resources of our country like an ex-
tended tour through this busy, bustling lsnd.—
A flying trip from the Mississippi to the At-
léstic even, sffords much food for thought, and
matter for serious reflection. The grest States
of Illinois and Indiana are mainly engsged in
raising grain. Wheat aud corn form the staple
products of these broad prairies, and the chie!
employment of the inhabitants is directed to
the cultivation of these two food plants. All
else is subsidiary. Do you spproach a village P
It is simply an outlet for the grain produced in
the fertile region round about, either converted
into flour in the huge mills located near the
railrosd, or the point where the wheat is ship-
ped to other markets, and the dry goods snd
graoeries are stored for the use of the farmerg
near by. Is it a manufacturiog village P Look
at the products. Plows, drills, harrows, cultiva-
tors, reapers, threshing-machines, horse-po sers
portable steam-engines, &¢., &o., all to help on
the great work of feeding the world. Is the
stock pointed to as anotber product P  Stock-
raising and feeding is only a convenient method
of preparing the corn for market, so that it can
be transported more conveniently than in ite
orude form. When you can ride hour after
hour with the speed of the wind through iuter-
minable fields of grain, one feels impressed that
a revelation was needed to convince us that
“ man does not live by bread alone.”

Obhio raises far less grain than in former
years. After reaching her borders the fields of
wheat and corn become lews frequent, and grass
abounds. Conversation with the fagmers there
reveals the fact that finding the grain crop pre-
carious, and its cultivation less profitable than
formerly, they have turned their attention, in
many sections, very largely to the production of
wool, and the products of the dairy. They are
therefore not dependent apon one crop alone
for their means of support; and if one partially
or whol'y fails, the others afford a living in-
come. It is wise not to depend entirely upon
one crop to secure a return for the year’s labor,
for if that is cut off, scarcity and suffering are
the inevitable consequence.

As you advance eastward the grass crop be-
comes more and more important, snd the grain
less so. Pennsylvania snd New York evident-
ly are depending more and more on their grars
fields and less upon the growth of wheat than
in other years. It has not been without a sad
struggle that their old methods of farming have
been given up, their old love forsaken, but the
“ stern logic of events” has at length convinced
them, and, though sotrowfully, they “ accept the
situation.”

Around the cities and large mauyfacturiog
viilages, market gardens abound,where ali kinds

tion. Ia New England the grass crop has been
immense this season, and of course the farmers
are joyful. Bat little wheat is raised there, not
a great breadth of land is planted to corn, but
grass grows everywhere. When an sttempt is
mude to raise grain for human food rye is the
chosen crop, and the one that gives the best re-
turn. The old habit of raising rye, and of ma-
king corn and rye bread still prevails in Yankee
land, and many a son snd daughter of New
Eogland yet remembers regretfully, although
Sow feasting upon the finest wheat, the good
old rye and Indisn bread their mothers baked.

A correspondent of the Germantown Tele-
graph says : * Some persons regard poll-evil se’
incurable, It is sometimes called fistula. No
matter bow loog the sore has been running, in
a brief-time, and at & cost not exceeding ten
cents. Oone dime spent in muriatic acid will be
sufficient to effect a radical and p‘ﬂ:qll cure
of the most stubborn fistuls. The sore’ should
first be thoroughly cleansed by some abstergent
fluid, and for this purpose pure water is perhaps
as veluable as anything that can be used, snd
drop eight or ten drops of the acid in twice
a day, till it has the appesrance of s fresh
wound ; then wash clean with scap suds made
of castils soap, and leave it to heal, which it
wills peedily do if the acid has been used long
enough. Should it, however, heal slowly, apply
the acid a second time, and in the manner
above described, taking care to wash out the
pipe thoroughly, and it will be found an infalli-
ble remedy in the most inveterate disease of
this sort; but it must be remembered that in
order to do so, the acid must be applied till the
corrupt or diseased flesh is all burned out”
