He wanted
to know whether there were any nice
warm-tropigal islands for sale in this
vicinity. I|answered that he could
find, without any trouble, a real es-
tate firm that would sell him part of
this very island but doubted whether
he could even obtain a lease on all of
it.”

Another incident illustrating the
lure of the tropics concerned a letter
that some friends of an army ‘enlist-
ed man staitioned here wrote to a
newspaper in Portsmouth, England,
signing the private’s name without
his knowledge.

“This is more or less a lonely life
for a fellow “in Honolulu, as white
women are scarce,” the joking letter
read.

More than one thousand women in
England have written thus far, of-
fering to marry the man, he said re-
cently, The women range ‘in age
from' 14 to 40, but all have felt the
urge of the south seas.  The letters:
are so numerous. that postal author-
ities in San Francisco tie them in
bundles of 50 each. “The man said:
“The truth of the matter is that T
don’t want a wife as I can't support
one.”

Meanwhile the letters continue to
pour in to this man at the rate of at
least 500 every steamer.

CERMANY PLANS
IMMENSE ARMY

Providing for Militaxy Foree of
800,000 Men Instead of
100,000

LONDON,. Sept. 26.~—The German
Government is charged with still de-
liberately evading the peace treaty
as regards the size of the German
army, in -a gpecial article which is:
the feature of -today's issue of The
London Times. Instead of observ-
ing the limitation, under the treaty,
of the army to 100,000, Germany, ac-
cording to  the article, which the
newspaper says is based on “unim-
peachable information” ' is attempt-
ing to. make  providion for and te
clothe, ‘house and  eqtiip 800,000
men.

The Times says the matter ig urg-
ently important, as the withdrawal
of the Interallied Contral Commis-
siong has been mooted; and also sbe-
cause limitation of armaments is the
foremost ‘item in the : approaching
Washington conference agenda.
