This fine town is situated on the head
waters of the Maitland River, about
thirty miles north of Stratford, on the
Port Dover and Lake Huron R. R. The
records show that the first settler was
John Binning, who in 1852 boyght out
the squatter’s claim of one Henry, and
proceeded to clear up a field, which is
now the centre of Listowel. The tran

saotion was made by means of & charred
stick on a piece of paper, which is still
preserved. In 1805, W. H. Hacking,
the present postmaster, purchased an
acre of land for 8100 and erected a log
store. This was the commencement of
a little village which was called Maple

ton, but was subsequently changed to
Listowel. Mr. D. D. Hay, the present
M. P. P., came soon after and purchased
a mill site. His father and brother fol-
lowgd, and the place commenced to grow
raffily. In 1860 the population was
800, and it was created a village, with D.
D. Hay as Reeve. In January, 1875, it
hsd increased to over two thousand and
Listowel was made a town, D. D. Camp-
bell being elected iayor. The pop-
ulation at present is over 3,000, and as it
continues to grow rapidly, the time is
not very far off when it will be a city.
The rise and progress of Listowel is
almost unprecedented, and is owingin
a great measure to the bold epirit of
enterprise which has been displayed by
its founders. Railronds have been
liberally bonused, and wmanufictures have
been liberally fostered and encouraged,
It has to day two splendid flouring mills
—the “Empress,” owned by Fran
Gibbs, and the “Climie,"” owned by the
Climie Bros. - These mills consgme not
only all the wheat raised in the vieinity,
but are oblizged to import largely from
the United States, bringing white wheat
from Michigan, and spring trom Milwau-
kee and Chicago. The largest sole
leather tannery in the Province is elaim
ed by Listowel. It is owned by Mr
Towner, who imports hides from South
Americn through his New York agents,
the local supply being insufficient.  The
Hess. Bros. have the largest furniture
fuctory in Ontario outside of Toronto and
London. It gives employment to over
100 men, oud turns out an immensa

A sad case is reported from Paris,
Ont.; Mrs. Patterson, an old lady of 75,
being burnt to death through her clothes
catching fire,

Mr. Alexander McCrae, the Sarnia
township farmer, who was found near
his own home with his throat cut, on the
11th ult., died at his residence on the
25th November. The County Attorney.
J. P. Bucke, and Coroner Dr. A. S.
Fraser, on receipt of the news, at once
rmceeded to McCrae's residence, and
held an inquest. The following verdict
was returned:—*That the deceased
Alexander McCrae, came to his death by
his throat being cut by some person or
persons to the jury unknown.” The
facts were brought ont during the
evidence that the grandfather of the
deceased had committed suicide by at
tempting to cut his throat, and after-
wards hanging himself, and o sister of
the deceased man's mother had died
while confined in a lunatic asylum. The
family histdy, together with the cir-
cumstances of deceased’s death, show
almost conclusively that the case was
one of suicide.
