It seems somewhat odd that Japan,
which has,so long been vainly trying
to introduce foreign capital, should now
be in the lists as a possible lender.
Corea is negotiativg a loan of 7,000,-
000 yen from one of the leading banks
ofiTokio, and the project waits only
some sort of a guarantee from the gov-
ernment to hecome a success.
