ROCKEFELLER ON STAND.

Is Willing Witness But Says He 
Knows Nothing.

Chicago, July 8.—John D. Rocke­
feller, president of the Standard Oil 
Co. of New Jersey, occupied the wit­
ness stand in the United States Dis­
trict Court Saturday while Judge Lan­
dis plied him with questions regard­
ing the financial strength and the 
business methods of the corporation 
of which he is the head.

Mr. Rockefeller was a very willing 
but equally unsatisfactory witness. He 
was ready to tell all that be knew, 
but he said that he knew practically 
nothing.

The net result of his examination 
was the declaration that he believed 
that during the years 1903, 1904 and 
1905, the period covered by the indict- 
ments on which the Standard Oil Co. 
of Indiana was recently convicted, the 
net profits of the Standard Oil Co. of 
New Jersey, were approximately 40 
per cent, of an outstanding capitali- 
ration of $100,000,000.
