He prosrer-
ed, became justice of the peace for
Westminster and member of parlia-
ment for Winchilsea, In history, as Bd
ceader of Macaulay and Green will
need to be told, his name is most. fa-
mous in connection with his mysterious
murder, which was popularly attribut-
ed to the zeal with which he had devot-
ed himself to unraveling the alleged
popish plot.
