# ® »'.A gpecial uniform fof them is
not allowed, because this would be-
tray the wearer and render him more
liable to pursuit and capture by the
enemy.’

formed me) had carried off their
cattle, thelr hay, straw and corn,
had eaten up their meat, bread and
vegetables, and in many instances,
had finished up, when- they thought
the people had balked them of sup-
plies, by burning the!r houses over
the heads of the Frenchmen.'
