Dr. Shearer Tells of Rev. Mit­
chell’s Mission to IVest.

Reo. W. B. Caswell at Charlton 
Sunday School Anniversary.

Former Pastors m Several City 
Pulpits Yesterday.

After the regular evening service in 
Knox Church last evening Rev. Dr. J. G. 
Shearer gave an address to the men of 
the congregation in the school room.
Dr. Shearer is the secreteH of the Gen­
eral Assembly’s Committee on Evangel­
ism, and the object of his talk was to 
explain why the Assembly had asked 
for the services of the pastor, Rev. A. E. 
Mitchell, during the months of April and 
May. Dr. Shearer said that the commit­
tee on Evangelism had planned many 
things for the year. One of them was 
a Presbyterian simultaneous campaign of 
evangelization in one of the districts of 
Manitoba. Ibis method is to have a 
number of evangelists cover a wh.%i dis­
trict, and all work at once, thereby oc­
cupying the mind of the people and driv­
ing all other matters from their 
thoughts while the campaign is on.

lhe second great experiment is to 
take place in the mountains of British 
Columbia, in the Kootenay district. The 
vommunities are scattered. It is a rail­
road, lumbering and mining district. Dr. 
^hearer went on to tell of the awful eon- 
lolumbia. in the Kootenay district. The 
church,” he said, “has never until the 
present day had the courage to take up 
the challenge thrown down by the devil 
in these places. To undertake a cam­
paign in this district will cost from 
ÿô.000 to $6.000 by the moot economical 
arrangements. It was hard to find the 
money, but we have obtained the most 
of it, and the rest is in sight. Then it 
was difficult to find the men. It needs 
at least twenty men—men who will not 
l>ecome discouraged; men who won't 
down : men who will go in and possess 
the country, jtow we have the men. 
We come to Knox Church, Hamilton, for 
one of them. You have generously con­
sented, and he will be away during the 
months of April and May. We are get­
ting the help of the Chapman-Alexander 
evangelists, and many other competent 
men. 1 am here to tell you why we 
want Mr. Mitchell and thank you, on 
l»eh*Jf of the Assembly for consenting to 
let him go. It involves on your part con 
-iderable sacrifice.*’

Mr. Mitchell told how he had b?en 
asked to do this work. “Mr. Shearer.* 
he said, ‘ telephoned me about a week 
ago and asked me to go. I left the 
matter entirely in the hands of the Ses­
sion, who consented to my going. Trust 
ing in that strength that God gives to 
His own children. I hope to make my 
mission there a success. I go in His 
name to do the Master's work*’

Rev. Mr. Shearer preached an inspir 
ing sermon before a large congregation 
in Central Presbyterian Church yester­
day morning on "Social and Moral Re 
form." His subject was “Ministry t< 
the Victimized in Society.” He spoke 
especially of the victims of Sabbath 
desecration and intemperance. There 
arc six thousand deaths a year in Can­
ada as the result of intemperance, he 
said. He also dealt with gambling, the 
social evil, graft in politics and injustice 
and tyranny in industrial life. In speak­
ing of the social evil, Dr. Shearer re­
ferred to the white slave traffic, and 
railed attention to the statement of 
the Hon. E. W. Sims. District Attorney 
of Chicago, to the effect that 15.000 for­
eign girls were drafted into this traffic 
each year in Canada and the United 
States", in addition to the vast number 
of native born. This vice was fed large 
ly through immoral literature and im 
moral amusements, and the church 
should make every effort to bring about 
a healthy moral >entiment in each com 
munitv to offset it and the other evils 
referred to.
