THE events of the past week
have given a serious turn to the
h&tilibieﬂ between Spain and the
United States. According to the
information furnished us, there
has been real and serious warfare
in'the vicinity of Santiago. There
has been “ stern strife and carnage
drear,” and the loss of human life
has been great. This day week,
General Shafter, in command of
the American forces, sent word to
Washington that his forces oc-
cupied an advanced position, ab
andoned by the enemy, within
three miles of Santiago, from
which the city was plainly seen.
He also ~ announced that the
generals of his command had
thoroughly -, reconnoitered the

Spanish position, and with the
“aid of ~infermatiod “furnished by
the Tabans had made maps of the
roads to an@®defences of the city.
On Thursday Washington advices
informed -us that the opiuion pre-
vailed there that within a day or
two from that date, General
Shafter would begin the attack
upon Santiago proper. We were
also informed that the general
had, on the previous day, made
the important announcement that
he would take the city in 48
hours, but at considerable loss.
The general is also credited with
the statement that he would at-
tack without reinforeements.
There are those who think it
would be very much better gen-
eralship on Shafter’s part to have
said-less about what he intended
to; to be less positive and less

nounced in advance that he could
take Santiago whenever he was
ready has been slightly dis-
appointed. as can _
learned from -the despatches the
American army of ‘invasion was
nearly double as large as the
Spanish army.

Washington advices of the 4th
say that Admiral Sampson, on
the previous night, attacked the
Spanish fleet of Admiral Cervera,
and destroyed all the vessels but
one. One report indicates that
the American admira! entered the
harbor, another report says the
Spanish ships were making their
way out of the harbor when at-

the destruction of the fleet took
place outside.

Teirifio Thunder Storm.

A most terrific storm of thunder and
lightning, accompanied by a beavy
down-popr of rain, passed wver this
city and Province on Sundsy last.
The first squall struck this city abont
half-past five o’clock. The black cloud
could be seen advancing, for a eonsid-
erable time. Presently the waters in
the harbor were lashed into foam by
tbe fury of the wind, and leaves and
debris were blown about. Then the
lightoing and thunder and rain came
in terrific force. This lasted about a
quarter of an hour, whem the storm
passed along. About nine o’clock the
storm came up again more terrible
than before, The lightning was so
vivid and dazzling that the whole fir
mament was completely illuminated.
Peal after peal of thunder shock the
houses and terrified the people. It
was without doubt, the most terrific
electrical storm witnessed here, and
its route was followed by many casu-
alties, some very serions. The switch
in the telegraph office in this city was
badly damaged, and was set on fire,
together with the surrounding wood-
work. The manager, Mr. T. 0. James
had occasion to enter the office about
ten o’clock, when he diecovered tkLe
flames. He extingunished the fire, thus
preventing what might have been a
serious conflagration. At Lot 48, a
barn belonging to Mr. James Mutch,
was strack by the lightning and de-
stroyed. Two calves and the other
contents of the barn were lost. Mar-
tin’s lobster factory at Cavendish was
destroyed, and a barn belonging to
Capt. D. Sutherland in the same vicin-
ity was strack, but not destroved.
The house of Mr. Allan A. McDonald,
near Peake’s Station was struck and
the chimney, as well ss some other
parts of the building damaged. A wo-
man who was in the house at the time
was struck on the foot by the electric
current. The house of Christopher
Birt, near Cardigan Bridge, was struck
and Mr. Birt and two boys were in;
jured, not seriously, A dwelling honse

and Houston's Hotel, Brackidy Poirt 1s
reported to have been damaged by the

electric current. But the most serious |.

casualty of all occurred at Kelly’s Cross,
Lot 29, where two men lost their lives.
During the first storm, about five
o’clock, the house of Mr. John Duffy
was struck and shattered. Thomas W.
Monaghan and Owen Trainor, two
neighbors, were vigiting at Duffy’s at
the time, and both wers killed out-
right. The lightning entered the
house through a chimney, tearing down
an upstairs partition. Thence it de-
scended to the lower floor. Mr. Mont
aghan was sitting in the dining room
chsuing( and Mr, Trainor was in an
adjoining room. Mr. Duffy was pifting
between them, but escaped without in:
jary, while both the others were killed.
Miss Duffy, who was in the house at
the time also received a shock, from
which she fortunately recovered. Nat-
urally enoungh, thig ealamity greated
mnch excitement among the people of
Kelly’s Cross and vicinity. We should
pray to be delivered from such dread-
fal casnalties as these.
