time to bring about such a state of 
affairs as will enable them to buy 
American wheat at bottom prices. 
The English trade journals help 
along the cause by etetementa favo­
rable to their own interests, and by 
cautious movements in this country 
the English dealers will endeavor 
to buy at least a two or three 
months' supply before the inevita­
ble lise comes, and then they will 
be just so much ahead. The main 
question at present is whether the 
British dealer or the American 
farmer shall have the benefit of the 
advance. 1 contend that if the 
fanners sell their grain by instal- 

nts. just according to their prt- 
t needs, they wilt make money 

before next harvest.
