a crop of wheat until this year cannot
fail to impress one with the unlimited
potentialities of this wonderful area.
The course is along the old Fort Ben-
ton trial which was used chiefly in the
fall of the year, when water was scarce
to bring supplies into Macleod from
Montana. Those were the days when the
bull-whacker was in his glory and whis-
key was smuggled freely. Although the
trail has been trodden for thirty-five
years ,through all seasons of the year,
it is better today than when it first wore
away,. the sod. The prairie is still the
home of the gopher, the badger and the
roving Indians, while on all sides there
is an immense profusion of roses and
wild flowers indicating that the vegeta-
tion thig year has been prolific.

The Passing ofthe Rancher. :

So it has been for years. A marvel-
lous change, however, is sweeping over
the prairie. Four years ago there was
scarcely a settler along the trail from
Macleod to the trading post at Standoff,
a distance of twenty-two miles. Twelve
miles west of Standoff was the famous
Cochrane ranch where thousands of cat-
tle were counted on the hills, while just
opposite the trading post are the build-
ings of the old Oxley ranch. At Standoff
there has long stood a hostelry for the
prairie travellers' and a trading post for
the Indians. It is between Macleod and
Standoff that the transformation is in
progress. Within the past few years
ranchers have come into the country and
turned their horses and cattle on the
prairie to feed and multiply. 'They soon
saw the opportunities for farming as
well as ranching. Last year hundreds
of acres of prairie sod were turned and
fall wheat sown and this year many
more -acres of spring wheat were prepar-
ed for seed. The harvest is now on.
Daring the day the rancher-farmer is at
work with his binder and at night he
gets some sort of @& nightmare and by
morning his wheat is in stooks.
A Glorious Vista.

They appear to
be short in the straw and are plagued
with gophers but the yield will be large
and the grade excellent. «

The Passing of the Cochrane Ranch.

The Cochrane ranch is almost a house-
hold word. in Southern Alberta. An en-
ormous area of 67,000 acres was ranched
by the Cochrane TLand Co. and many
horses and cattle in ‘Alberta today carry
their brand. Two years ago the entire
ranch was sold to the Mormon people at
$6 per acre ,the deal being negotiated
by Mr. Woods, the president of the
Mormon settlement, which is there now.
The change which has come over this
listrict is typical of the general trens-
formation which is going on in varying
degrees all over this country. The fields
are being fenced in and when your cor-
respondent saw them away in the dis-
tance, they dotted the landscape like
vellow patches of geld.

First Crop of Winter Wheat.

The trading pcst at Standoff is situat-
ed on a large stretch of rich bottom land
Iving beween the river Kootenai and the
Belly, which rivers join a short dis-
tance to the east. This large area com-
nrising 3,400 acres is owned by Mr, Geo.
Pearson, who formerly was in the em-
nloy of the Cochrane Ranch Co. Ten
vears ago Mr. Pearson took over the
trading post and shortly after bought
oyt the Oxley ranch which lies opposite.
There is an ideal ranching and farming
district of the richest bottom land. Mr.
Pearson is a joint Pancher and farmer.
He has 150 head of eattle and 150 Clydes-
dale horses. Of thesg!félir fwo years olds
recently sold for $3.080. ¥ast year the
first sod of the Oxley ranch was turned
and 50 acres of winter wheat were sown.
This spring an additional 150 acres were
prepared and sown.to spring wheat, and
Mr. Pearson’ new ‘his 115 ascres of land
which will be seaded down ‘as 'soon as the
men can find time to do it. Harvest has
begun on the winter wheat and Mr.
