London, March 31.—8:50 a. m.)—The

head of the army of Lord Roberts is now
about 21 miles north of Bloemfontein.
It occupies a cluster of hills, won from
the. Boers after a stiff fight, in :hich
{He British lost seven officers an one
hundred men. The Boers hadbeen
using these kopjes  as 2 base for
marauding bands that have been beat-
ing up the country ‘adjacent to Bloe.m-
fontein, driving off cattle and forcing
resident Free Staters into the ranlfs
again. The enemy must have been in
considerable force, as Lord Roberts
sent 8,000 infantry and 3,000 cavalry

against them. :

Lord Roberts’ progress to Pretoria
will probably consist of a series of suc}1
forward movements, in which Boer posi-
tions will be attacked by a portion of
the army advancing rapidly with wheel
ransports, the main army coming up as
I.he rgilway is repaired. _Lord Roberts
is stripping the forces 1in the minor
spheres of operation of their wagons and
transport animals, in order to hasten the
advance. This is understood to be the
reason why he recalled.Lord Methuen
from Barkley West to Kimberley. Rob-
erts had to have Methuen’s trgnsport.

The reason why a hot chase was not
made after Commandant Olivier is that
Lord Roberts did not wish to wear out
the cavalry transport. Gen. Frex'xch
lost 3,000 horses in the relief of Kim-
berley and the pursuit of Gen. Cronje.
Lord Roberts lost 3,000 transport cattle
at Watervaal Drift, and it is estimated
that he has lost 3,000° other animals
since the forward movement begdn on
February 13. L

‘Warns Them Frou-;_l—iloemtontein ‘While
He Bombards and Destroys
B the City.

London, March 31.—The Bloemfontein
yorrespondent of the Daily Chronicle,
ielegraphing Thursday, March 29, says:

« President Kruger’s latest proclama-
tion warns the women and children to
leave Bloemfontein within five days, as
he intends to bombard and destroy the
city and to shoot the burghers whom
‘he captures there.

¢ Vigorous measures have been taken
by the British to harass marauding
bands of Transvaalers.

KITCHENER'S MOVEMENTS,

TLeft Garrison at Prieska and Arrived
Back at Norval's With Three
Thousand Men.

London, March 31—The Bloemfontein
correspondent of the Morning Post, tele-
graphing - Thursday, says: “ Lord Kit-
chener and his staff crossed the tem-
porary bridge at Norval’s Pont last
night. He had three thousand men
under his command and he left 700 at
Prieska. He considers the rebellion
crushed, although the fire may smoulder
for some time.”

Strong Column Reported to Have
Several, Days Ago Passed
Barkley West.

Pretoria, March 14.—A despatch from
Fourteen Streams, north of Warrenton,
Cape Colony, says the Boers on March
26 opened a bombardment on the Brit-
ish camp there, and that the British re-
piled feebly and evacnated the place
during the night.

London, March = 30.—It is suggested
that the apparent inactivity of the
British at Warrenton is merely designed
to impress the Boers with the notion
that they are checking the Mafeking
relief column, which in reality is ad-
vancing on a western tour. Color is
lent to this view by the announcement
that a column of 3,000 mounted troops,
commanded by Col. Drummond and ac-
companied by three batteries, a pontoon
train and several wagons of ammunition
passed Barkley West on March 26 on
an extensive march, the objective of
which is a strict secret.

In the House/of Commons to-day the
parliamentary secretary of the war
otfice, Mr. George Wyndham, was
asked whether an expedition was on its
way to the relief of Mafeking. He re-
plied that the government was preclud-
ed, on military grounds, from giving
any indications of Lord Roberts’ plans.

JAPAN AND RUSSIA.

British Government Not = Impressed
With Stories of Impending
Rupture Over Korea.

London, March 29.—The British gov-
ernment has not received any news tend-
ing to cofinrm the advices from Japan
'as to Russian designs in Korea, and is
inclined to doubt their aceuracy. Lord
Salisbury, it is learned, apprehends no
‘possibility of an immediate rupture be-
tween Japan and Russia.

Whatever may be done in the future
regarding the disturbances around Tien
Tsin, it is learned that no steps have
yet been taken looking to = concerted
action upon the part of the powers, nor
is there any indication that official cir-
cles regard the situation in <China so
gerious as it is made out in the press
desnatches.  From all sources of infor-
mation available to the British foreign
office, it is judged that Japan neither
desires nor is in any way near ready to
dispute with hostilities Russian action
in the Far East.

The Sailors
At Graspan.

Could Not Retire Without Leav-
ing Guns So Drove the
Boers Instead.

All Hands Lay Down Whenever
Eanemy’s Guns Flashed and
. Casuaities Few,

London, March 80.—The Gazette this
evening contains despatches from Rear-
Admiral Harris, commanding the Brit-
ish South African squadron, reporting
the proceedings of the naval brigades at
Belmont, Graspan and Colenso. They
throw little new light on the battles,
but show that throughout the courage
and determination of the naval men
were beyond praise, and that their as-
sistance to the military authorities was
invaluable, >

‘Lieut. Archibald Deas of the third-
class cruiser Philomel, in the report of
his proceedings with the four naval guns
at Graspan; where he was detailed to
attack two strong kopjes on either side
of the railroad, relates how, after two
hours’ shelling, he received orders to
retire. He continues: * The Royal Ar-
tillery on the right had already moved
off when I got the order, and the Boers
having got our range accurately were
pouring in on us such an effective
shrapnel fire that I judged it to be im-
possible to carry out the order without
leaving the guns or suffering very heavy
losses. I therefore continued to fire on
the Boer guns, with such effect as to put
them out of action, first one and then
another.

“ For 15 to 20 minutes at a time their
shells burst with the utmost accuracy.
Our guns and ammunition trolley were
spattered all over with shrapnel balls,
but owing to my system of making all
hands lie down when the Boer guns
flashed, we had only six wounded when
after an hour and a half the Boers
abandoned their positions.”

Admiral Harris expresses great pride
in the conspicuous gallantry of both
the sailors and the marines.
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CLEVELAND HEARD FROM.

The Ex-President Strongly in Favor of
the Nicaragua Canal Treaty.

Princeton, N. J., March 30.—Fermer
President Grover Cleveland, when in-
terviewed to-day on public topies, ex-
pressed himself, in favor of the ratifica-
tion of the Hay-Pauncefote treaty. The
regerve that he had maintained seems to
have been abandoned, and he said:
“With reference to the canal across
Nicaragua I have always thought that
whatever was done in its promotion by
the government of the United States
should be done as a contribution by it
to the cause of progress and advancing
civilization. It has seemed to me that
we had gained that position among the
nations of the world that would make
it appropriate for us, in accordance with
the spirit of our institutions, to make
such a contribution. This of course
means the absolute neutralization of the
Nicaragua construction, and sinee the
Hay-Pauncefote treaty is directly in line
with this sentiment, T of course strongly
favor its ratification.”

Mails Bring Thrilling Story of
Great Exploit of French’s
Cavalry.

Severe Ordeal for Both Men and
Horses in Swiftness of
the Movement.

Boer Sharpshooters Driven from
Kopjes by Impetuous Rush
of Horsemen.

London, March 80.—Never have the

been so interesting. Within the last
few days some fifty columns of these
have appeared in the London papers,
and for the first = time Great Britain
Jearned the dramatic details that marked
the ride of Gen. French into Kimber-
ley, the advance of Lord Roberts it.xto
the Orange Free State, the corralling
of Gen. Cronje, the advance to relieve
Ladysmith, and the terrors of the sieges
of Kimberley and Mafeking. .
From this interesting accumulation
the most vivid is perhaps the detailed
account of Gen. French’s ride to Kim-

berley.

From Modder River, from,Rensburg
and from De Aar the cavalry, mounted
infantry and horse artillery came  in
long lines, silently concentrating at
Graspan and Honeynest Kloof. On
Monday the march began. Ramdam,
eight miles to the south, was soon P“s,e;d
and a sharp skirmish secured Devil’s
Drift on the right., After a halt of a
day the column moved on. TasG

At Klip Drift the cavalry division
halted a night. 'The breathless haste of
a dash through the enemy’s country,
carried out with a rapidity probably
without a parallel, left its mark on the
horses, and the transports were hope-
lessly in the rear. Five days’ rations
and forage were carried by each man.
Day after day the cavalry moved  at
high pressure over the shadeless veldt,
during the hottest hours of the day.

On Thursday, the 15th, at 10 o’clock
the critical advance was made, and the
shelling and capture of two iaagers a
few miles out of Klip Drift, on the
northern side of the river, cleared the
way for the junction of the force en-
camped on the Modder some five miles
east of the border. 'This body was
composed of Kitchener's and Roberts’
Horse and two more regiments of
mounted infantry.

Beforé théy entered the great plain of
Alexandersfontein, the contingent from
Modder River—the Scots Greys, House-
hold Cavalry and two Lancer regi-
ments—also joined the force, which now
numbered some 10,000 men, seven bat-
teries of horse artillery and three field
batteries. Their entry into the plain
was the signal for the great event of
the ‘day. The plain is fringed
kopjes. ;

The kopjes on- either side were held
by Boers, who poured bullets and
shells into the advancing mass, almost
hidden by the curtain of dust that rose
from under the horses’ hoofs. = These
were quickly cleared of their occupants
by the impetuous rush of the mounted
infantry. '

Lieut. Sweet Escott of the 16th Lan-
cers was the first officer to fall, shot
dead at 50 yards by a Boer who re-
ceived a lance through his throat almost
before he could produce the invariable
cry for mercy. Kopje after kopje was
‘cleared, and the Boers were-driven from
them right and ‘left as the column
pressed forward.

At the De Villiers farm, at the north
end of the plain, the column halted and
re-formed ~after watering the horses.
They had come ten miles and broken
the ring around the besieged town. The
pace at which their advance had been
made both minimized the casualties and
prevented Cronje from appearing with
10,000 men to line. the kopjes in the
plain,  The latter realized that he was
defeated, and acted with his usual saga-
city. By the evening of this same da
not a man of all the thousands of the
investing force, beyond a few straggling
bodies of men out patrolling or foraging
when Cronje gave the order to retreat,
was left on the hills and the ridges.

Meanwhile the cavalry pushed on and
the pace began to tell. — Horse after
horse that had strugtled on so far fell
dead from some wound unnoticed in the
heat of the fight.

There was no time to pause, and about
three miles on the first sight of Kimber-
ley burst upon the column through the
fringe of trees.:The long weary weeks
of anxiety and hardship, the disappoint-
ment of Magersfontein and the . heart-
sickness of deferred hope were alike
forgotten. Kimberley was' relieved, and
the remainder of the march might as
well have been a review. =

The Boers on the north of the town
at the intermediate station and Kam-
pherdam were firing their last shots
from tl'xeir great guns, in ignorance of
their failure on the soush, but those soon
stopped and Gen. French entered the
town, and within a moment it had put
out its flags and decorations. The
panic that had been caused by the con-
tinuous bursting of shells over every,
part of the besieged town vanished, and
from the 1,200-foot level of the Diamond
Mines thousands of women and children
emerged into the light of day.

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Boers Show
New Life.

Daringly Aggressive in Small
Affairs in All Parts of
Country.

Roberts Prepares to Engage
the Force Fifteen Miles
From Bloemfontein.

Methuen’s Trecops Recclled to
Kimberley—New Honor
Awaiting Kitchener.

London, March 30.—(4 a. m.)—The
Boers sre concentrating in force dabout
15 miles north of Blocmfontein in rear
of Gien, and Lord Roberts is sending
troops to engage them. The Seventh In-
fantry Division and part of Gen.
French's cavalry has been sent up to
join the 14th.Brigade, and the two cav-
alry regiments that are holding Glen
and its environs.

It does not seem probable that the
Boers will give serious battle in the
country nrorth of Glen. Still their evi-
dent strength indicates more than a
corps of observation. &

In small affairs the Boers are dar-
ingly aggressive in all parts of the field
of war. The Johannesburg mounted po-
lice, esteemed by the Boers to be their
best mounted command, are raiding the
country near Bloemfontein, harassing the
farmers who have given up their arms to

th i ihe British, and carrying off cattle.

There is a4 Boer report from Natal that
a Russian soldier’ of fortune, Col. Gan-
etzkik, with a hundred horsemen, is op-
erating close to the British outposts on
the western border.

The Boers have re-occupied Campbell
and are in  strength mear Kings and
Barkley West. They shelled the Brit-
ish ecamp at Warrenton, Wednesday, but
moved out of range that night. Yester-
day (Thursday) two British guns enfil-
aded the Boer irenches quieting their
Mausers.

Lord Methuen and the forces that had
been operating in  the Barkley district
have been 'recalled to Kimberley by
Lord Roberts. ‘No explanation has been
given for this, but the mounted troops
are dissatisfied at having been ordered
back.

The Boers and disloyalists at Ken-
hardt have been dispersed and caused
to retreat. General Parsons is about to
enter the town unopposed.

Lord Roberts is making extensive ar-
rangements to police and safeguard all
the Free State towns in the territory oc-
cupied.

Despatches from Masenu assert that
the Boers who returned to Ladybrand
from Clocolan have taken up strong posi-
tions and sent pickets in every direction
to watch Basutoland in the expectation
that part of General Buller’s army will
invade the Free State on that side.

According to Pretoria advices, Mafe-
king was bombarded for seven hours on
Tuesday.

It is reported in London in a well in-
formed quarter that Lord Kitchener will
be offered the post of commander-in-
chief in India, succeeding the late Sir
Wm. Lockhart, as soon as decisive suc-
cesses have been obtained in'the Trans-
vaal, and that Gen. Sir Archibald Hun-
ter will succeed him as Lord Roberts’
chief of staff. The Indian newspapers
have beén urging Kitchener’s appoint-
ment.
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MONEY FOR THE MAINE.

Lord Mayor Sends Hgpdsome Sum Out
of the Contributions by
Americans,

““I enclose you a check for £32,000
sterling from the Transvaal 'war fund
to be applied to the beneficent work
the American hospital ship Maine is
doing for our sick and wounded troops.
This check represents some of the con-
tributions’ Americans have made to the
fund and therefore does not infringe on
the graceful determination of your com-
mittee to accept only American money
for the humanitarian purposes of the
Maine,”

GOVERNMENT OF PHILIPPINES.

New Commission Appointed by Presi-
dent Will Supersede Military
Authority in Civil Matters.

Washington, March 30.—The cabinet
was in session to-day for an hour longer
than usual, and the leading topic of dis-
cussion was the instructions to be give.n
the new Philippine commission. It is
kpown that it is the purpose of the
President to make the civil government
for the Philippines represented by the
commission superior to the military in
all matters pertaining to the goyernment
of the islands not strictly military in
character. From the time the commis-
sion arrives in Manila its authority will
be supreme, under the President, in all
matters of government,

Secretary Gage was of the opinion
that the present rate of taxation might
safely be reduced to some extent, and it
was with a view to a possible recom-
mendation to congress by the President
on the subject that the secretary made
his statement.

Arbitration
Fails Again

Delagoa Bay Award Likely to
Add to the Original
Difficulty.

So Unsatisfactory That It May
Be Refused by the Govern.
_ments Interested.

Washington, March 30.—The dissatis-
faction expressed in fngland at the find-
ings of the Delagoa Bay arbitration is
sharply reflected in Washington, and
there are no lack of intimations that the
decision is by no means the end of the
celebrated case.

The finding as it .is represented to the
government has simply resulted in a
decree which if observed would plunge
England and the United States into
protracted ' litigation in the endeavor to
gatisfy the just claims of the claimants
to the money out of a sum totally in-
adequate for the purpose. It h_as been
pointed out’ that the arbitrators them-
selves have paved the way for a refusal
of the principals to accept the verdict,
through their refusal to permit a re-
assessment of the damages sustained, as
was contemplated in an original order,
and there are believed to be other ir-
regularities that would afford ample
grounds for a refusal by the two gov-
ernments representing the claimants to
nccept the arbitration. It is suggested,
however, that the result of such aetion
“:opld be to still further prolong the de-
cision of the time-consuming case, as re-
course must then be had to another

tribunal. It is not yet determined what
shall be done. f

Berlin, March 30.—The German
papers, commenting on the Berne award,
criticize the attitude of the Britich
press. The Berliner Tageblatt admits
that England has sufficient occasion to
be dissatisfied, but condemns the London
papers for saying that the decision is a
blow to-the principle of arbitration. The

The correspondent adds that the Docr
forces have been re-equipped, and he says
he is fully convinced that 15,000 foreign
troops have landed to aid the republics.

“There is much excitement among the
staffs of both services, and all the talk
is of bringing Turkey to her senses by
forcible measure.”

London, March 31.—The Times.has the
following from Seoul, capital of Korea:

“M. Pavloff, the Russian minister, de-
manded from Korea the cession of a
coaling station to the Russian steamer
company at Kinson Point commanding
Masampo harber, and to prevent a count-
er claim by Japan of the neighboring
area he demanded that Xorea should not
alienate in any form any portion of Ko-
jedo Island to any other power.
“Yesterday at an Imperial audience, for
reasons not given but surmised, M. Pav-
loff modified his original demand, asking
instead of Atkinson a point within the
treaty limits of Masampo. This demand
is unobjectionable. At the same time,
however, he insisted on the non-aliena-
tion of Kojedo. His action indjcates
that Russia claims the reversion of this
Island, which is of high strategic value
as commanding the Korean straits, and
bound to provoke Japanese opposition.”
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CAPE MINISTERS' ATTITUDE.

Under Secretary for Colonies Speaks in
Their Defence—Compensation From
Those Who Cause Damage.

London, March 29.—In the House' of
Lords to-day the Earl of Camperdown
asked a series of questions bearing upon
the various allegations concerning Pre-
mier Schreiner’s attitude towards the
war.
The Earl of Selborne, under secretary
of state for the colonies, replied that a
self-governing colony was bound to dp
everything possible to defend its terri-
tory against invasion. Generally speak-
ing, the land defence lay with the col-
ony, while the defence of the coaling
stations or attacks by sea devolved upon
the mother land. No part of Her
Majesty’s dominions could claim to be
at pegace with a power with which Her
Majesty’s government was at war. It
is unjust to say the Cape government
had declined to call out its forces. It
had called out the volunteers to the ex-
tent the Governor considered wise:
While the Cape ministry had not on
‘every point held views identical with
'those .of the officials responsible for the
conduct of the war, it was quite unjust
to aceuse the colonial ministers of de-
‘clining to call out troops. Clearly it
was much better that some of the
burgher forces should not be called out,
‘for it was a matter of common notoriety
that part of these forces could not be
relied on. :

Regarding the question of the liability
for ' damages, the under secretary said
the government aimed to endeavor -to
exact compensation from those who
caused the damage. The question, he
added, concerned both the colonial and
Imperial governments, but
the ecolonial government, which was re-
sponsible to parties injured and ought to
co-operate with the Imperial government
to see that those who caused the dam-
age paid for it.

All Troops at Paardeberg Won
Great Credit Under Trying
Qondltlons.

London, March 30.—The fierce rear
guard action of February 18
Cronje, under Kitchener, during which
the Canadians suffered so severely, is
fully described by the London Times
correspondent from Paardeberg, who,
after saying that the Canadians speci-
ally showed magnificent and almost
reckless courage, writes:

“ When once the battle had begun it
had been almost entirely a soldiers’ and
regimental officers’ battle, and the way
the soldiers fought reflects the greatest
credit on them. HExhausted by a week’s
marching and fighting, many of them
without food or drink since the previous
afternoon, their steadiness and courage
could hardly be surpassed. Perhaps
the most reckless bravery was shown by
the Welsh, the Cornwalls and the
Canadians, but all ' the regiments be-
haved splendidly, and it _would be m_vndx-
ous to distinguish specially any single
one.”
