TREATIES ‘DISORIMINATING AGAINST THE
COLONIES,

We showed yesterday the extent of par-
ticipation occagionally permitted to Can-
ada in the negotiation of imperial treaties.
But the' rule is that treaties are concluded
between Great Britain and foreign nations
in which our interests may be directly af-
fected, and in  the making of which we
are not even allowed . the privilege ' of
urging a suggestion. Under these circum-
stances it is not surprising that the
colonies should frequently be exempted
from the operation of treaties advantageous
to Great Britain, Sometimes, in the nego-
‘tiation of British treaties, Canada is treated
a« an integral part of the empire ; some-
times she is ignored. She is treated as an
integral part of the empire when it is de-
sired to bind her, for the interest of Great
Britain, to do " or not to do a particular
thing ; her existence is ignored in treaties
by which Great: Britain stipulates to gain
special and exclusive advantages. Of beth
kinds of treaties there are many examples.
OF the latter king are the treaties with
China, Japan, and the Argentine confedera-
tion.

The colonies may reasonably object to
this one-sided treatment. \Either they are
entitled to be treated at all times as integral
portions of the empire, or they are not. If
they are, their interests ought not to be
ignored in the conclusion of treaties with
foreign nations ; if they are not, they have
a right to object to be put under the restric-
tions and disabilities to whieh, in numerous
treaties, they are put. -The old notion that
colonies are useful because they afford the
mother country the ‘means: of enjoying a
widespread monopoly of trade can no
longer-be carried oat in practice ; but that
they may Jegitimately be made make-
weights in imperial treaties is a belief still
acted upon,

In the treaty with Japan, Great Britain
stipulates for herself, in the matter of ship-
ping,
ment in the ports of Japan then open
or which might hereafter be open to
‘foreigners, She makes a simiiar bargain
in regard to: eonsuls and trade. But the
privileges of the treaty do not extend to the
colonies, In Chipa, in like manper, .she
obtains for her consuls, and in respect to
import and export duties, the most favored
nation treatment, besides privileges, im-
munijties and advantages for her subjects,
provided they domnot belong. to the colonial
portion of theempire. The colonies are ex-
cluded from the advantages of the treaties
with these two great Rations, In the treaty
with the Argentine confederation we have
another like example. - The treaty has
apecial reference to the navigation of the
rivers Parona and Uruguay, o far as they,
belong to the confederation. Here, again,
Great Britain obtains for herself the most
favored nation treatment, Progpectively as
well as actually ; ‘but for her colonies she
obtains nothing. They, as in the treaties
with China and Japan, are excluded,

We may be told that Great Britain has
the right to make partial and exclusive
treaties with foreign nations, Be it so,
But in that case what is our position,
virtually put out of the pale of the em-
pire, ‘excluded from participation' in
treaties of which the metrapolitan country,
on one side, monopolizes the benefits ?
Have we no rights ? Great Britain having
failed to admit usto share the benefits of
the treaties she has concluded, have we no
right to stipulate for benefits for ourselves ?
Morally, Yes; politically, no. But Great
Britain has it in her power—we will not
speak of rights—to make treaties whichbind
8 to do and not to do a number of things ;
among the rest to come under the yoke of
treaties in the making of which we had no
voice. This is our Position. - It is well
that we should know precisely where we
