be could, Slade’s tace had the look of suf-
fering, snd he struck a feeble blow, which
appeared not to trouble Sullivan, The lat
ter went to work on the Maori, fought him
on close quarters,and blow followe 1 blow in

stand the torrent, Again he went sprawl.

CANADA'S NEW MINISTER.

THE ROMANTIO CARERR OF BSIR
UHARLES TUPPER.

How a Poor Clergyman’s Son Became &
Millfonaire, a Knight, and a Canadian
High Commissioner—An Interesting
Tale.

Londen Corresponience New York Timeq,

The new Canadian high commissioner is
being discussed at the clubs just now. The
gentleman in question, Sir Charles Tupper,
arrived some days ago, having sticceeded Sir
Alexander Galt, who retires, Thepiew am-
bassador is regarded as a genuine product of
British colonial politics, and is referred to
as possessing many excellent qualities, In
appearance he is medium sized, with a
large, round head and very dark hair,which
grows low down on his forehead, His face
is large, broad, snd indidates a man of not
very delicate instincts, The chief interest
centres in his wonderfully snccessful carcer.
He is the son of & poor baptist clorgyman,
and is 63 years old. His profession is that
of a physician and surgeon, he beicg
a graduate of Edinburgh college, There
is & coriots romance connected with
his.  early education. His father's
means would not admit of his sending
young Charles across the Atlantic to pursue
his studies, but the latter Had won' the love
of a wealthy lady, some years his senior,
wh) resided in the neighborhood of Am-
herst, his home, and this lsdy generously
offered to defray the whole cost of her
lover’s studies at the Moyal college of sur-
geons, in Edinburgh, the understanding
being, of course, that as soon as he obtained
his diploma and returned to Nova Scotia,
their marriage should take place. The
young man passed through college and ob-
tained his degree, bnt on returning to his
native land his love for his benefactress
bad vanisked, and he soun after wedded an-
other lady possessed of what appeared to
him greater attractions, No charm could
soothe the melancholy of the deceived one,
and she died a spinster, Rir Charles’
friends say, however, that he repaid the
money spent upon his education by his first
love. And this is not the only love affair
with which Sir Charles is said to have been
counested. 1In fact, the stories of his
amours, as, new ralatéd at the clubs and
other places of social resort here, would fiil
a larger volume than those of Aaron Barr,
and he still entertains an admiratien for the
fuir s¢x which would make him welcome in
certuin oiroles of London society. The
latest tale told of him in tbis connection is
that a dashing young widow presented her-
seif at the Canadian railway department,
not loag ago, to claim damagos for the loss
of ber busband, who was killed in an acci-
dent on a government railway, The gov-
ernment denied its legal liability and de-
fended successfully an action brought by
several other claimants, But the charming
widow’s demani seemed %o the wmiin-
ister irresistable, and bLe advanced her
£100 om account of her loss, with.
out prejudice to the government’s
defense iu un action at law).  The widow
did mot return to her home in one of the
distant provinces, but remained at the
capital uotil Sir Charles was about to take
bis departure to fill the duties of bigh com-
missiouer, about which time she received
£500 more oa account of her unsettled claim
upon the government.  Sir Charles’ bene.
voient eonsideration was much admired, but
the admiration was hushed when it became
known that the charmer had obtsined her
payment in sterling exchange, and was
about to leave the capital for Eogland, In
polities Charles is 4 tory, but party expe-
diency and a kindly regard for “‘sumber
one” are his principal guiding stars, He
entered public life as 8 member of the Nova
Scotia legislature when a little over 80 years
of age, and has been engaged in politics ever
since, During the greater part of this time
he has been in power, snd  has
become comparatively wealthy, his
worldly  possessions ~ being  estimated
at from $500,000 to 1,000,000, His friends
astert that he has come by his wealth hon-
estly, bnt others express a quite contrary
opinion, At all events, he has made the
most of his opportunities, and his success
is an indication of what a colonial politician
can sometimes accomplish, Sir (?hsrlu is
regarded as an able man. Those who know
him intimately assert that, bein Ipossessad
of extraordinary power, he is often able to
intimidate weaker men, who possibly may
have the better of an argument, and as
long as he wins the applause of his friends
for a moment he cares not what the comse.
quences may be. In debave he is said to be
most audscious, He will make any state.
ment or invoke any argument that will tend
to disarm his adversary even temporarily,
and avy subsequent exposure of the falsity
of his statements or arguments will cause
bim very little trouble,

Sir Charles’ political career has not been
altogether free from the suspicion of his
having used his position for the purpose of
making monev for himself, In faot, the
charge has been repeatedly made, sometimes
by men who were formerly his friends but
are now his opponents, and agsin by men
who were once his opponents but are now
his friends aud colleagues, Ho is charged
with having sold his province to the North
Awmerican confederation by buying up the
legislature with promises of senatorships
and other positions under the new order of
things, and at the. first election after con-
federation Sir Charles (then Mr.) Tupper,
alone of the whole confederate party, man-
aged to be reelected. Sir Charles
seems to act upon the maxim
that every man has his price, and
in this way hs has managed to win
over many of his old political epponents,
He seduced Joseph Howe by appointing him
to a cabinet position and afterwards to a
lieutenant governorship, and Mr, McLelan
he secared by a railway commisionership,
Now it is his proud boast that all his former
opponents have ‘‘come over” to his political
views, though not one of them has ventured
Yo retract the many hard things said against
the railway promoter in former times,
While leader of the Nova Scotia government
bir Charles is said to have made enormous
sums of money by granting a cosl mine to
a partaer, and by giving s two million dol-
lar railway contract to a favorite engineer.
Mr. A, W. MoLelan, now Capadian minister
of marine fisheries (representiny Canada at
the internatlonal fisheries exhibition here),.
was then in opposition in the provincial
assembly, and describes his fature ool-
league’s conduct in the following terms:

which this vast wealth was obtained,”

All are of the same tenor: the strikers all
over the United States and Canads arve
firm and none have gone baek.
A great many tickets have been sold for
the performance of The Long Strike at the
Zoo Thursday evening for the benefit of the
strikers,
The operators here say that the supply of
students in the eountry is exhausted and
that no new men are eoming in,
If all the railway operators who are
union men are called out the consequences
will be very serious. The immediate conse-
quence of a move like this will necessarily
be the stopping of all trains and the total
paralysis of trafficc In the evemt of »
strike of the railway operators the compa-
nies will not be able to make the shift thas
they have done so far, -because the des-
patchers will not act with green hands, and
if despatchers will not take the respomsi-
bility of train movements the superintend-
ent will not do 80, The strikers say that
there were less men working in the office
here yesterddy than any day since the
strike,
A young man named Seymour, whose
mother died yesterdsy, went to the
Great Northwestern office here at 8
o'clock in the morning to telegraph his
brother, a general freight agemt in Mil-
waunkes, the melancholy intelligence,
About ten minutes after 8 o’clock he sent s

At 3 o'clock in the afternoon he called again
at the office in oomp.;‘v with s friend,
They went upstairs to Mr. Dwight’s priv-
ate room -and laid the matter before
that gentleman. After some conversation,
Mr, Dwight went up-stairs to see if the
message had gone. In seventeen minutes
he returned somewhat excited, and said that
the message had gove, It is s most
stringent rdle in the office to collect sent
business every 20 minutes, If this mes-
