For example, it would not be reasonable to
make regulations that would take away the
earning power of the money invested in the
enterprise. A sudden and large reduction of
the passenger rates from three to two cents a
milo might bave that effect. The member
for Bast York seems to en‘ertain hopes that
Parliament can afford the public the boon
of - reduced fares without in’ any
way affecting the earnings of the companies.
A correspondent, whose letter appears in an-
other “column, says that that has been the
experfence in England. Parliament there
compelled the companies to carTy passengers
ata penny a mile, and the class of travelers
thus created has become the finaccial main-
stay of the revenue of the corfipanies. The
inference is that the fall in the rates is more
than made up by the increase of travelers.
If these expeeiations can be realized, if the

" general public can be afforded the boon of
lower rates, while the companies do ‘not
suffer in their receipts, let us hasten the
happy day by all means.

_proper of course that all the information that
can be obtained on the subject should
be elicited, and to this end Mr, Mills’ sugges-
tion of a special committee is a good one. It
is rather singular, however, that the Trades
and Labor Council did not discuss the merits
of the question. It is one that should be of
interest to a body representing workingmen.
‘The motive of the person proposing the re-
form is really of sefondary importance. If
the reform is a desirable one it is not worth
while discussing motives. A desire to father
a popular, measure is not a very. truculent
one on the part of- a public man. It is a
good principle in moving towards desirable
ends to use the instruments that lie to our
hand. It is a pity that the council did not
canvass the matter and if found worthy of
support strengthen the hands of thosein Par-
liament who are disposed fo back the pro-

position by its approval.

Those who “are advocates of provincial
rights in this country should study the way
things have gone in the United States.
Henry Loomis Nelson, in ah 'article on “The
Growth of the Federal Powet,” in Harper’s
Magazine for July, argues that the admission
of new States into thé Union has beena
potent factor towards the centralization of
the Government, ‘The fact that is interest-
ing and important,” he says, ‘“‘is that since
the central agent of the States began the erec-
tion of new States the Federal power has
marvelously developed. This result was
inevitable. From the beginning until to-day
the advance has not only been unchecked,
but it bas been stimulated by a great war,
fn which the Federal power demonstrated its
physical supremacy, and by every sectional
controversy in which ythe new states have
overcome the old.' And the fact that this
advanee has gone on in spite of the opposition
of the strict construetionjsts contains an
eminently practical lesson for those who are
charged with the tasks of government.”
