‘Walter Evans, Her Husband, and Charles
Pegg Also Examined—The Defence
Closes Its Case, After a Sitging Lasting
Uuntil Midnight—-The Sensational Trial
Nearing-Its End.

MM The fourth day and night of the trial of
Lottie Evans, Charles. Pegg and George
Osman for conspiracy to murder has passed
and the end 1s not yet.

The evidence for the defence. is all in,
His Lordship insisting upon the ‘case being
closed before the adjournment of court. He
succeeded, after sitting bngil the hands on

The crowd which- has all along watched
the progress of the evidence was, if pos-
sible, greater than ever yesterday. Up to
the time when the crier in his nasal tones
safig  his  justly  celebrated  little
song - commencing  with $* Oyez !
Oyez!” and - proclaimed that the
court would econvene at 9.30 this
morning there was not a seat to be had.
The listeners stood in the aisles, climbed
up the steps leading to the judge’s bench
and distributed themselves all over the
court ropm,

A fresh delegation of medical gentlemen,
who™ slung large variegated chunks of
language at the jury, were present
and in fine form. 'They brought
with them an extended vocabulary and
spoke of toxines, cerebro-spinal meningites,
tomane poisoning, hysteria, hysterio-
epilepsy, hydrophobia and tetanic convul-
sions in & manner peculiarly learned.

The evidence of the day was by far the
most interesting of the trial and  Walter
and Lbttie Evans said their say and Charles
Pegg was also examined. The prisonersall
looked well and both Mrs. Evans and Pegg
ware model witnesses. Much testimony
was given which contradicted the story of
Maggie Reid on different points.

The Intended Vietim Testities,

Walter Evans, with rings on his fingers,
a heavy gold cliain and pendant across his
véut, his reddish mustache. freshly curled,
stepped jauntily into the witness box. He
told of his sickness on Jan. 2. On that day’
he had been out hanting with John Lepper.
Before starting out Mr. KEvans fortified
himaelf for the chase with whisky, tea,
beer and some water. He ate some raw
oysters. About 5 o'clock they came back
with wet feet. The night before this he
and Lepper went to a dance at Queensville,
and when he got back about 2 o’clock
in the morning his wife was
waiting up for him. He did not remember
that Maggie Reid ever told him that his
wife had been locked in the parlor with
Pegg. é

*‘Do you remember having a little friend-
Iy scuffle with Maggie Reid?” asked Mr.
Murdoch, et :

“We did have a little scufile. I néver
had much to do with Maggie Reid.”

Life In Dakota, !

Evans told of how he went to Queens-
ville on one occasion and returned with
Pegg, John Lepper and a jug of whisky.
Exnmingn the question of the oysters he
said: .

‘“My wife dished ,hem out.

od ‘they were bitter. My, wife
{them, and told me not to eat them.. They
looked pink. I ate about half a dozen.
After my wife told me I should not eat
them I said I wonld eat them if they
When I felt sick Lottie came
to me and waited upon me. She gave me
whisky and salt and water. *In preparing
the oysters I put vinegar on them.”

Cails It a Conspiracy.

Evans described minutely the symptoms
of his illness to the jury. ' They varied
Jittle from: the statements of Dr. Howe.
Since the trialewitness has been living most
of the time with his sister, Margaret
Evans. His wife bought his ticket to To-
ronto when she was arrested, and gave him
all. her money. While she was in jail
she gave him the furniture in the hotel
and assigned an insurance policy to him,
and all this, Mr. Murdoch said, showed
that there had been a vile conspiracy fo
keep Mrs. Evans in jail.

Not Stryehmine, But Hysterin,

Irving H." Cameron, M.D.; professor of
chemical surgery at Toronto University,
and a member.of the staff of several city
hospitals, did not think that the evidence
was sufficient to. base a scientific opinion
upon. However, the doctor had formed a
conviction in his own mind that the disease
was hysteria. If the spasms had continued
for an hour the patient would probably have
died. If strychnine were put on oysters it
wdtld give them a decidedly’ bitter taste.
I Evans had taken strychnine he should
have tnlly recovered by Thursday morn-
ing at the latest. In strychnine the
stiffening of the jauws s the last
part of the attack.® As a general
rule cases of strychnine poisoning result
fatally within two to. three kours or -else
the patient would immediately recover.
There were several causes which might
have produced the same effects that were
noticed in ‘Evans’ case. Among the rea-’
sons which he adduced were cerebro-spinal
meningitis, toxine poisoning and the tak-
ing ot angostura batk. o
Stryohnﬂm win ﬁb: Dissoive on Oysters,

Dr. J. G. Gullen thought that the
symptoms were thoge of hysteria as much
as of strychnine or tetanus. He thought
they inclined more to hysteria. He had
tested strychnine on raw oysters. There
was no change ‘in color and the strychnia
woauld not dissolve. In his opinion the symp-
toms of hysteria and strychnine poisoning
were almost identical. The case was very
much the same as hysterio-epiplepsy and the
symptoms were all the same. In this case
Le would diagnose it _ps a species of
hysteria. He would thigk that Evans was
very liable to  hysteria. If the
dysters hed been diseased they ~might
have caused the illness. That would be
tomane poisoning. The medical man hadw
case of this kind in which the symptoms
Awere similar to those of Evans’. The same

Mrs. Evans Sticks to Her (Gans.

Mrs. Evans was the first witrdess called
after adjournment. Through the 'long
ordeal of her e¥smination and cross-ex-
amination- Mrs. Evans maintained an un-
shaken front. "She was by far the most
self-possessed and ready witness for the
defence so far. - Mr. Clute’s Yross-examina-
tion was a bitter one, but under it ail Mrs.
Evans never. wineed. Stinging questions
were ﬁung at her, and Mr. Ciate followed
up every interrogation in a manner to make
any woman yuail. Mrs. Evuns stuck to her
guns through all the hours ‘of stern cross-
questioning and all the attacks could not
break her down.

His Lordship refused to allow Mr. Mur-
doch’s attempt to contradict the testimony
of Maggie Reid on outside matiers.

What were your husband’s drinking
habits during last fall 2—A. He drank more
or less right along.

The Pink Oysters.

Did your husband eat anything before
he went hunting on Jan. 2?—A. Yes, he
ate some oysters at.about 12 o’clock. Both
Walter and I ate some.

Where did the oysters come from?—A.
Maggie Reid brought them in the house and
put them dowu the . cellar. She brought
them up when we had dinner. At both
meals the oysters were eaten raw.

Did you notige any peculiarity about the
oysters?—A. They didn’s taste right and
i e same as
my busband. During the afternoon I was
s¢ized with cramps dnd took some whisky
and a little lanudanum.

 What time did you have for your even-
ing* meal?>—A. About half-past ;5 or 6
o’clock. When we sat dowu at the table
I told Maggie Reid tofetch the oysters. She
brought them in from the summer kitchen.
I'taek off the top of the sealer and took the
oﬁs:era out with .a spoon. They were

oned with pepper anda- salt. I went
down cellar and got.some fresh vinegar.

When I came upstairs I was called into the
bar and returned, after serving some cus-
tomers. My husband said the oysters did
not taste just right and I-tasted his. They
were bitter and they were pink—more so
than they were at noon. I started to take
the oysters away, telling my husband not
to eat them. He said he would eat them it
they killed him. Then I took two plates of
oysters and threw them into the gwill-pail
in the kitchen. Do not remember what
wes done with the sealer. I did not tell
Maggie Reid to throw them out. Then I
went and got some boiled  ham and cut a
piece off for my husband and myself. He
ate some of the meat and got up and went
to the bar, where Evan Morris wus waiting
for him. o

Mrs. Evans Sent For Medical Aid,

* What ‘was the next you saw of your
husband?—A. I was in the kitchen drink-
ing a cup of tea when 1 heard my husban
call me. I found him standing in the
door of the smoking room. I asked him
what he wanted and he said, “Oh!’ 1
asked him pwhat was the matter with _him

Mr. Murdoch questioned the witness as

The New York brewers draw their sup-
plies of barley ffom the great crops of
Cunada, and with a nominal duty the
eastern men have a prospect of command-
ing the brewery bvsiness of the country,
but the western interests, particularly those
centered at {Milwaukee, St. Louis and Cin-
cinnati, draw their supplies mainly from
American farmers, and can get along without
the low duty barleys of Canada. With the
Canadian erop kept out by a high duty the
westerners have a prospect of commanding
the market. The Western men were well
satisfied with the high rate of 40 per  cent.

“FUND W*» RECALLED,

Death of a Man Who Was Arrested In
Toronto—Swindled Canadians
Out of Thousands,

There died in Chicago Sunday in the
person of John Fleming a man whose name
was well known in the early '80’s.

Time was when for a brief period John
Fleming’s name was in everybody’s mouth.
It was in connection with the speculative
firm known as Fleming & Merriam, and
then as the operators of “Fund W,” as big
a schems in its way as was the South Sea
Bubble, to which at the time it was oftén
likened, and which numbered scores of vic-

-tims in Toronto and other cities.

Fleming was born in Canada and re-
moved to Chicago, where with Frank
Loring and a man named Miller, he organ-
ized a bucket shop scheme, which after-
ward developed into what was known as
“Fond W.” i

The firm name was Loring & Merriam.
John Fleming was ostensibly ‘the manager

and head of the firm. He met and looked,

after the country customers that came in.-
From a legitimate bucket shop the scheme
was shifted to what became afterward
famous as the “Fund YV” deal. The latter
scheme was in brief tolmass the funds of all
customers.and invest the. amount as a
whole, dividing the-profits pro rata. They
paid some dividends'and that brought in
more customers.  Whether they actually
invested any of the funds is doubtful.
Whenever a country customer made a re-
mittance in a short time they would send
back a portion of it, stating that the in-
vestment had been successful, which usunal-
ly brought increased business from that
person ‘and others in the town in which: he
lived. Their intention undoubtedly was to
make a big haul by securing as much cash
as possible to handie and then announce
that all had gone down _jn a losing venture.
The operations of the Fund W gang lasted
about six months, when they were brought
to an abrupt close upon the charge of using
the mails for frandulent purposes. Fleming
went to Canada. About a year after his
flight he was-arreated in Loronto, where he
was engaged in trade of some kind—a
butcher shop—and with little or ‘no money.
He was taken back to Chicago and sen-
tenced to a year’s unprisonment.,

"It was the general talk av the time that
anywhere from $50,000 to $200,000 was
cleared by the parties in the deal, and some
of the papers claimed that the firm got
away with a cool half million.

On a Motion to Exclude Intoxicants From
the » Honse Restaurant— Additional
Tariff Changes Announced—Mr, Flinsg
Wouald Prohibit the Importation of
Liquors Except For Medicinal Use.

OrrAWA, May 7.—On the orders of the
day being called this afternoon Mr.
Frechetto rose to a question of privilege
aud read an editorial from L’Electeur of
Quebec, in which it-is stated that Lieut.-
Governor Chapleau, who was in the House
when Sir John Thompson made his speech
stating no promise of remedial legislation
having been made by the Government, had
said that Sir John’s statement was untrue,
and also that Mr, Fréchette had told Mr.
Dupont that Sir- John’s speech wpuld ruin
the Conservative party in Quebec. Mr.
Frechette said that no such’ conversation
had ever taken place between Mr. Dupons
and himself.

Settlers ¥rom the United States.

Mr. Martin moved for a return showing
the number of settlers brought. into the
Yorkton and Saltcoats districts from Da«
kota, and into the Calgary distriot from
Chicago, and in doing so attacked the set-
lersy saving they were mostly Jews and had
not remained on their land. Only those
had remained in the country who could nob
get away. i

Mr. Daly said there was no objection te
bringing down the return, but he could not
see what Mr. Martin was driving at, unless
it was to have a fling at the Department of
the Interior. He supposed Mr. Martin re-
ferred to the settlers at Sheebo Lake. The
Government had nothing to do with bring-
ing them in, and had advanced no money in
any way.

necessary to provide for the immediate in-
spection of all teas proposed to be entered
for ption in Canada and the destruc-
tion ox exportation of all found to|be adul-
terated,”

Hon.. Mr. Wallace replied that the
grocery appraisers at each port had been
instructed to test teas, and they were ex<
perts in the business, There was, there-
tore, no fear of the importation of adulter«
ated teas. He moved the adjournment of
the debate. |

To Prohibit Importation of Liquors,

Mr, Flint moved: “I'hat it is expedient
that, as speedily as possible, this Parliament’
should emact a law " to prohibit the -
importation, manufacture and sale of in«
liquors . in Canada, except fox
medicinal, manufacturing and sacramental
purposes,” ; & |

After recess Mr. Flint continued his re
marks for about an hour and was followed
by Messrs. Roome, Craig, Christie and
Coatsworth, all of whom approved of pro«
hibition, but Mr. Coatsworth qualified his
remarks by admitting _that corponsitiol
shoftld be allowed tor capital invested.

Mr. Maclean :(East York) said
that the House would be acting hypoeriti.
cally 1f it passed the resolution proposed
and still kept its own bar open. He thought
that public opinion was not in favor of pro«
hibition and that there were. many othex
reforms with which the Hotse could bet«
ter deal than with the liquor question.

Sir Adolph Caron moved the adjourn«
ment of the debate and the House adjourn«
