The Binder Twine Factory at Kingston 
Booming-British Columbian Wealth ef 
Fisheries—Cases Before the Supreme 
Court-Aid Invoked for the HAifbreeds 
—News Notes From the Capital.

Ottawa, Feb. 24.—In the course of 
conversation with Sir C. H. Tupper yes­
terday, your correspondent asked him if 
he had noticed the reference which Mr. 
McCarthy had made to him in his speech 
at Peterboro the other evening. The 
Minister • replied that at some time or 
other he might refer in public to Mr. 
McCarthy’s remarks. It was, of course, 
a matter of opinion whether a man at 39 
years of age could be accurately describ­
ed as* “youthful,” but he very much re­
gretted that Mr. McCarthy had given 
another instance of his recklessness on 
the political platform in stating that he 
(Sir Charles) had never held a brief. The 
Minister continued, “The difference 9be­
tween my standing at the bar and that 
of Mr. McCarthy is no doubt very great, 
.but there is another difference in which, 
perhaps; I have some advantage, so far 
as public life is Concerned. He has held 
many more briefs than I, but I 'have held 
a portfolio since 1888, while, so far as I 
can learn, he pever was offered one. I 
have no doubt that is where the shoe 
pinches most. You will remember,"more­
over, Mr. McCarthy’s speech at Stayner, 
in which he announced his formal with­
drawal from the Conservative party. 
On that occasion he said, in effect, that 

^because he had not been consulted in the 
formation of the Ministry of Sir John 
Abbott, he felt it was about time to 
change hie political principles.”

The Deep Sea Fisheries of B.C.
The Fisheries Department has just re­

ceived information of the success of 
the efforts made to exploit - the 
deep sea fisheries of British Columbia. 
It was only in November last that the 
Victoria Fishing and Trading Company, 
for the first time, sent its vessel, the 
Thistle, to the fishing grounds of Queen 
Charlotte Islands. Since then she has 
made six trips, with satisfactory results, 
the total catch amounting to 520,000 
pounds of halibut. On the last trip the 
Thistle, in one day, secured her entire 
cargo, weighing 120,000 pounds. The 
fish is shipped east, either from Vancou­
ver or Tacoma. It is evident from the 
splendid results of this venture that 
there are vast fishery resources of 
Canada still practically untouched.

A Northwest Visitor.
Rev. Father Lacombe, the well-known 

missionary of the Northwest, has 
rived here to invoke aid from the Gov­
ernment for the halfbreeds of the North­
west. He says that, the condition of the 

* 'Metis population of the Territories, 
amounting to over 9000 souls, is becom­
ing deplorable.

were a tenant in possession. Last year 
the Government refused to adopt the 
suggestion for voluntary agreement, 
hence the defeat of their compulsory ten­
ants restoration bill.

ewfoundland Opposition Will Not Contest 
the Bye-Elections.

St. John’s, Nfld., Feb. 23.—The Oppo­
sition party has decided to publish a 
letter informing the public that the 
party does not intend to contest the 
pending bye-elections. Mr. Morison, Ex- 
Attorney-General and leader of the Op­
position, says that the reason for this 
course is a desire not to add to the 
present troubles of the colony by party 
warfare, and that men of all political 
shades should stand shoulder to shoulder 
to extricate the colony from its present 
unhappy condition. The decision meets 
with the general approval of the best 
elements among the people, the feeling 
being that bitter contests at this junc­
ture would be fatal to the colony’s 
ture. »

The Whiteway Government applied to 
the Imperial Government last week for 
a loan of $2,000,000, pledging the re­
venue of the colony as security and per­
mitting the two English commissioners 
to undertake the expenditure of the 
money. This the Imperial Government 
declined to do unless the local adminis­

There was no support under her centre, 
where her machinery was situated, and 
when the water was drawn off the dock 
the weight of the machinery caused the 
keel to split and the timbers to become 
crushed to such an extent as to render 
the hull valueless. The Crown charges 
in its defence that tho damage was 
occasioned by the negligence of the tug 
hands in not carrying out the directions 
of the lock master with regard to pro­
perly mooring or fastening the vessel to 
the dock, so that she moved away from 
the position designated by the lock mas­
ter, hence the injury complained of.

St. Catharines, Ont., Feb. 23.—Loin 
Lacey, a. young girl about 14 years 
of age, is in jail here on the charge of 
“ murder by poison.” She was brought 
in by Constable Clark late last night.

The girl lived with the family of Mr. 
T. Pierson of South Grimsby and was 
employed to do light housework and to 
mind the baby, a child of 18 months. 
It is charged that Lulu killed the baby.

On Friday Mrs. Pierson went to the 
barn to do the milking, leaving Lulu 
alone with the baby.

When she returned she found the child 
suffering greatly and very soon it died, 
with all the symptoms of poison. Sus­
picion rested ' upon the hired girl and 
she was placed under arrest.

There was in the house a bottle of 
medicine containing strychnine in suffi­
cient quantity to kill a child. This 
bottle the baby got, the girl says, and 
drank the contents. The parents did 
not believe this and caused the hired 
girl’s arrest.

Little importance need be attached to 

the debate on the Indian cotton duties, 
unwisely raised by Sir Henry James.' It 
was purely a Lancashire grievance, il­
lustrating how even Lancashire men 
place their pocket interests before 
their political principles. Lancashire 
professes a deeper regard for Indian 
welfare than any other part of the
