O.T.A. Majority 36,682

Toronto, Nov. 17.—With complete 
returns from all but four ridings in 
the possession of the provincial gov­
ernment, the result of the liquor 
plebiscite in Ontario on October 23, 
shows a majority of 36,682 in favor 
of a continuance of the Ontario tem­
perance act, out of a total vote of 
1,134,016. The figures are: For the 
O.T.A., 585,439 ; for government
control 548,667.

The total vote is exactly 122 more 
than the total vote cast in 1919 on 
the question of government control 
On that occasion the majority in 
favor of the Ontario temperance act 
was more than 400,000.

Earl Holmes of Arkona 
Attempts Suicide

Strathroy, Nov. 16.—Earl Holmes 
of Arkona, and an employee of the 
Strathroy Furniture Factory, made 
an unsuccessful attempt to end his 
life Saturday afternoon, when he 
took a dose of paris green.

Mr. Holmes went to a local hard­
ware store and asked for some paris 
green or arsenate of lead for de­
stroying rats. Unable to get either 
at the hardware, he evidently went 
to a drug store, where he was more 
successful. Mr. Holmes then went 
around to the Lambert and Burgess 
sales sta/bles, where he mixed the 
paris green and swallowed it.

The act was witnessed by David 
MdLean, an attendant of the stables, 
who immediately called Dr. Berdan. 
Mr. iHolmes was rushed to the hospit­
al, where his stomach was pumped. 
He was removed to his home in Ark­
ona on Sunday, and his condition 
was reported as very favorable. He 
is about 22 years of age.
