The War Between Peru and Chili.

Some dreadful stories are told of the 
biirbarious treatment of Peruvian woman 
at Mollvndo, when that place was captur­
ed. The Chilians promised the Consular 
agents protection for all private property ; 
but the next day troops began their work 
of destruction. One-third of the entire 
town was burned. The beautiful residence 
or Mr. Doric-he, a Spaniard, was fired ami 
twice the flames was quenched by the 
owner and his friends, but the third effort 
proved too successful, and the mansion, 
after being robbed of its valuables, 
laid in ashes. The railway offices, work 
and machine shops and eighty-four cars 
were destroyed by the same agency. 
Everything worth taking was seiz- d at the 
Custom House stores. Vacant houses 

sacrificed by the participation of its 
officers in then-- depredations. The Catho­
lic Church was burned and a diamond cross 
of great value stolen. In the sand on the 
outskirts of the town there was found the 
impress of two bloody hands—apparvniiy 
those of a wo nan. In another spot there 
was discovered a pool of blood.

The fleeing citizens said the blood 
stair.ed sands had been the scenes ol 
terrible cruelty, where women, after being 
subjected to assaults of the vilest eh 
were murdered in cold blood and then 
thrown over the cliffs into the sea. The 
attacks upon the women extended from 
those fourteen years of age to tottering 
dames aged eighty. Upon leaving the 
town the pillaging army set fire to the quay 
and destroyed all the lighters and boats in 
the harbor.

1880. BOYS’ REGATTALondon, May 20 —Parliament has re­
assembled. The Queen’s speech refers to 
the cordial relations with all Powers, and 
hopes tor the speedy execution of the 
whole Treaty of Berlin, and refers to the 
mission of Mr. Goschen.

28th from Aleppo, says :

It is heartbreaking, he writes,to witness 
the desperate struggle between life and 
death which goes on in every quarter of 
the city, in every street and in every hut. 
Old and young, little and great, men, 
women and children. Christians, Jews, 
Arabs and Turks are fighting and praying 
for bread. Hundreds of women surround 
the barracks where dwells the Governor, 
Said Pasha, while hundreds more, the 
wives of soldiers and redifs, who have re­
turned penniless to their hemes, run wild­
ly screaming through the streets and liter­
ally besiege the Serai, the principal 
Government building. The blind,, the 
crippled and the sick, of every religion 
wander about, and sit in the road crying, 
“ Allah Kerim, Kerim Allah, God is good 
and merciful, take pity on me and give 
me a morsel of bread.” Many have died 
of hunger, while hundreds of others, with 
their children, have been days together 
without foed. All this time the Govern­
ment remained with folded hands ; not 
one single thing have they done to relieve 
the sufferings of the famine-stricken peo­
ple, though they cannot fail to know that 
the dearth arises from the greed of grain 
merchants who are holding back their 
stores for higher prices. Not alone bread 
and corn, but all sorts of food are so scarce 
and dear that it is impossible for a com­
mon workman to live. He must either 
rob or starve and see his children starve.
