Black Knot Prevented.

I know of no better way to prevent 
black knot in plums than by keeping the 
trees in a thrifty and healthy condition. 
To do this the land must be made and kept 
rich. Even under the most favorable cir­
cumstances the knots will after a time ap­
pear. The trees should be frequently ex­
amined during the growing season, and as 
soon as the fungous growth makes its ap 
pcarance it should be cut off and burned. 
If it appears on a small liinb or twig, sacri­
fice the limb, but if on a large branch cut 
off the wart and cut deep enough to re­
move the whole of it. Heroic treatment 
is required if one would save his tieeeu 
Bad wounds must sometimes be made, hut 
better so than to allow the warts to re­
main. Some recommend the application 
of shellac to such wounds, but I never take 
the trouble to do this, as I do not expect 
to keep the trees for many years.

If the trees make a very thrifty growth 
the previous season, it is well to head them 
in just before the buds start in the spring 
so as to keep them stocky and symmetri­
cal. I have had many trees that would 
make an annual growth of from 5 to 7 feet 
from the ends of the main branches. Us­
ually more than half of such growth is cut 
hack and in some cases back to within a 
foot of the old growth. This, of course, 
with the high manuring given the land, 
stimulates u large growth the same season, 
but this I rather like because the trees 
will be more free from warts than if less 
thrifty.—J. F. C. Hyde.

m--- Fix Up the Old Orchard.

Old apple orchards that have stood for 
many years and are not bearing may be 
renewed and made profitable for many more 
years. Give them a good pruning, cutting 
out all dead branches and those that are 
very low and allow the sun and air to get 
in. Put in a plow and aid the sod up and 
no matter if you do cut off a few roots, 
there are plenty more. Do not plow deep­
er than four or five inches if the sod is an 
old one. Give each tree a good dressing of 
stable manure and wood ashes, but do not 
apply it nearer than eight feet to the tree.
Take the sod away from around the trunk 
and keep the whole orchard thoroughly 
cultivated for a number of years. Rye 
may be sowed in the fall, to serve as pro­
tection in winter and to plow under in |891. 
spring as a green manure. Winter is a 
good time to apply manure and there is 
lots of time then to draw it out. Orchards 
renewed in this way and kept well pruned 
and cultivated generally bear well for many 
years.

Wire as a Farm Convenience.—Soft 
wire is wonderfully useful about the house 
or the farm. With a good pair of pliers, 
it can he used like string. We may sew 
a button upon stiff cloth, fasten the ear of 
a tin pail in place, or hind a volume of 
periodicals, fasten leather in many places 
where ordinary waxed ends will fail, train 
plants against the house, take the place 
of brush for peas and support tomatoes in 
the garden. In the buggy and farm wagon, 
there should be a small roll of wire, and in 
the event of a breaking-down all sorts of 
mending can be done. A wire staple or 
band w ill hold a flapping strap, a stretched 
wire will keep flower pots from blowing off 
a bench or shelf. A split knife-handle 
may he wound with wire, and when your 
suspenders break, and needles and thread 
are a mile away, don’t. forget the wire.— „f 
N. E. Farmer.

If the feet are tired or painful after long 
standing great relief can he had by bathing 
them in salt water. A handful of salt to a 
gallon of water is the right proportion. 
Have the water as hot as can be comfort­
ably borne. Immerse the feet and throw 
the water over the legs as far as the knees 
with the hands. When the water becomes 
too cool rub briskly with a flesh towel

Carpets may be greatly brightened by 
first sweeping thoroughly and then going 
over them with a clean cloth and clear salt 
and water. Use a cupful of coarse salt to 
a large basin of water.

Salt as a tooth powder is better than al­
most anything that can be bought. It 
keeps the teeth brilliantly white, and the 
gums hard and rosy. If after having a 
tooth pulled the mouth is filled with salt 
and water it will allay the danger of hav­
ing a hemorrhage.

To clean willow furniture use salt and 
water. Apply with a nail brush, scrub 
well and dry thoroughly.

\\ hen broiling steak throw a little salt 
on the coals and the blaze from the drip­
ping fat will not annoy.

Damp salt will remove discoloration of 
cups and saucers caused by tea and careless 
washing.

Brass work can be kept beautifully 
bright by occasionally rubbing with salt 
and vinegar. Wash the mica of stove 
doors with salt and vinegar.

Salt in white-wash will make it stick 
better.—Halts' Journal of Health.
