Although
I have only one colony of bees, I am living in
hopes. I put four colonies in winter quarters:
last fall, packed in chaff, but had only one left
this spring
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BUSINESS DEPARTMENT.

We constantly have applications from custom-
ers for supers filled with crates and fitted up
with foundation ready to be given the bees on
arrival. We have repeatedly answered that we
cannot do this with safety. We may put the
foundation in the sections and ship them, but
the chances are that one section in ten would
have the foundation in it on arrival. Itisa
simple matter to place the foundation in the
section, and it is much better that 1t should go
properly wrapped up and safe from breakage,
than to reach the customer in a poor state and
unfit for use.
