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MOW ENVELOPE: AR MADE.

The paper having been made especially
o order, is sent direct from the mills to
the establishment,  The mills are located
 New Jersey and Mas-achusetts, A
aumber of sheets, fiom turee to five hun-
dred, according to the thickness of the
paper, is placed ou a board; a knife in
sbe shape of the envolope whea the four
*¢ Jappets™ are opened, is p'aced on the
paper and put under the * platen” of a]
pross wiiich, by means of a crank, is
brought down with immense force upon
the knife, s0 as to cut through the whole
mass of the paper, cutting three hundred
thousand blanks daily. The number of
envelopes cut from cach shect depends
on their size, a large number of kitives of
all kinds biing on hand.  There are two
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The envolopes are now ready for gum-
ming. This is done by girls, who first
*“fu1 out” the blanks witi, a fulder to
separate them, and then pass a brush dip.
ped in gum along the whole line; thus
with ono stroke of the lrush gumming,
perhtaps, a hundred. So rapid is this
process that an uctive girl can gum over
forty thousand pe day, working by the
piece, caa eurn over fivedollars per weck.
‘fhe envolopes ave spread on tables or
bourds, of which there are about one
hnndred, and when gummed. are put in
racks to dry, which process generally
takes about an hour and a half.  After
this they are ready to be tuken to the
folding machine, which is a very ingeni-
ous contrivance, and is attended by onc
girl, who can thus compléte sixteen thou-
sand a day with ease, earning upon an
averuge, four, five or six dollars a week,
A pile of envolop: blanks are put upon a
shelf or table of the machine; * a juchk,”
guided by means of iron- pins, strikes
lternutely on a semi-dissolved picce of
gum arabic, and the envddope, which,
when gummed, is carried along by the
machine to, the orifice over which the
¢ plunger” is suspended.  ‘The die plate
1s made of the size of the cavelope, and
when it strikes, the blank forces it to
deseend in a square form into the hele,
when the four leaves as it were, imme-
diately £.1d up, forming the eavolope into
the form we see it. .

The folded article now rises up again,
and is caught by a clip and carried along
