As the tendency of nearly all writersand speakers
on cducation is towaxd the practical it is refresh.
ing to fiud now and then ono who offers a piea for
the culture of the tasto and imagination, in order
that leisure as well as work may be enjoyed in
after years by those training {n our schoals for the
dutics of life. Tho tendency of school tmining is
toward tho practical, snd it is quits proper that it
should be so, Iu this country especially where the
large majority havo to earn their living, tho educa-
tional tmining should be of such a character in the
first place as to cnable ti:o youth to fulfil the duties
they will Lo ealled upon toassume.  But with Mr.
Jack we believe that a tralning that will include
an appreciation of the ULeautiful in literature,
science and art, should go band in hand with a
technical and roanual training. At every stepofa
child's education, a taste for a purcand wholcsomeo
1iteraturd can bo fostered, 2nd the. besuties of our
fiocst writers may be pointed ort. The naturas
resources of our country aro great, and tho beauty
of its scenery, the boundless variety to bo met
with in its minenal, vegetable, and animal life,
fonns inexbaustible materials for the cultivation of
the taste.  In drawing and other subjects an ap-
preciation for what is beautiful in art may be
fostered, and intcllectual life and taste awakeoed
at the same timne that sound techuical instruction
is imparted. We believe that although there
may boa few * croinently practical ” Gradgrinds
among our teachers, yet the tendency is to combine
tho uscful and beautiful in just proportion.

SCHOOL.

The acxt session of the Normal School will be-
gio oa Wedaesday, the 4th inst,, and wo hope it
will b the last five months' term in-the educa.
tional history of the Provinee,

There is a gecenal feeling among teachers, and, ’
wo beliove, on the part of tho instructors at the !

Nommnal Schoal as well, that in five months any-. |
thing like an accumte professional knowl«lgc,
cannot be soquired. This was recogmized some 4
time ago when there was held -but ono- scssion -
during tho year. No doubt, at the timo tho .
clungo was made from ono to two sessions,
there were good reasons for so  doing, not .
the least nmong theso being that thero was a
scarcity of trainod teachers, in c¢ of .
which many local licenses of the thind class had to :
be granted, much to the injurs of tho scrvice, |
Fivo month® tmining Is better than none at al),
but it Is entircly inmaficent,

Thero is pow no scaccity of teachers; ‘mf?wcz,
thero are many moro teschers than schools. This
hins coused gesn cumpetition, with the reault, in
many instances, of boards of trustees tetting thelr
schools to the lowest bidder, This must bavo the
cffect of permancatly roduclng nluiel, 88 trustees
very often make tho lowest salary they have ever
paid the lim.c when engaging a tamcher. 1t i3

‘much casicr topremil upon thom to reduce the

teachers® stipend th-n to increaso it. The low
salaries mid by - mny diatricta at present is as
much due to the wantof sufficlent trmining on the
part of the teachers as to anything clse. Jt s like
short-term medical colleges, whose students are
turncd out to learn wisdom by expericnee.

The tendency of .thaage is in the dircetion of
acquiring more and more aecurato pmtcnion:l
koowledge in all the walks of life. Both medicing
and law require their - pmctntiopm 40:take o four
years®' course  befaro - they are adjudged fitted to
undertake their responsibilities. Ts not the
teachier's vocation much more important than
cither of theso? Doct it Tequiro any less skill and
expericnce? o tho Normal College of the State
of New York there is a threo years' course of
training nccessary to qualify for a'tescher.  While
our circumstances in this Province are not such as
would make a threo years' course desirablo or
practicable, yet wo think the time has arrived
when we should return to one session & year in
our Normal School,

We should also profit by the examplo of tho
Ontario Normal Schools by exacting sufficicnt
school kaowledge to obtain the class spplicd for
Lefore cntering.  Theso subjects should only be
taken up at tho Normal School from a teaching
standpoint, and the finalexamioation should be on
professional work only. This is sttempted. in
some degres in Fredericton, but the examinations
for the different classes when graduating ard
vastly Qifferent from those when enteriog. In
this way the tone of secondary education would
be improved. Many schools measure their suc.
ceoss by the attaioment of their pupils at the Nor-
mal School. Raising the standard of cntrance
would cosure better sccondary achools, Bcucr
sccondary schools would ensure better paid teach:
crs, and better paid teachers ensures more first-class
ones, and- greater per in tha profussi
