This fault will
probably continue with the profession until we adopt some concerted method of
recording and comparing our results.

It has become quite common to hear men say that they have no faith in medicine.
I an one of those who do believe in intelligent medication, and that when treatment
fails it is often due to an imperfect un:derstanding of the case.

I confess to the belief that if we have a clear conception of the danger to be appre-
hended from.any given disease, we ouglit to be able to avert or lessen that danger by
the aid of the remedial agencies at our conîiand. Of course, if we attenpt to treat
the disease rather to avert the threatened danger, we must very frequently fail.
