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Canada's 128 new Leopard Cl tanks will arrive next winter. Until then, its NATO forces are using an earlier, 
similar model leased from West Germany. Here and on the cover, the Royal Canadian Dragoons are practic­
ing for the 1977 NATO Canadian Army Trophy competition. They won, with the borrowed tanks, after only 
16 weeks of practice. They finished 300 points ahead of the second place German Army team.
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
