Since that time 
he has also held several ministerial portfolios, including Justice, Hydraulic and 
Electric Resources, Affairs for the South, Reconstruction, Housing and Co-
operatives, and State. He was elected President of the Lebanese National 
Assembly in 1992 and 1996.
