I do noV wiah the riglit hon. gentleman Vo
misundesteaci mue. There aire questions which
ohvièously the governmnt would not tbhinkc ài
fale tco asic commissionis Vo answer. For un,
stance: Phd John Srit work for the hairbour
comnmission anda did ho receive $2.50? You
spend a dollar in time and energy la, getting
tht question answered and tha answer cannot
heocf any reai value, nor is lit the intention cf
the govemnrent Vo asic the commission for it.
I do not, however, tmblnk my rigbt hon. friand
referrad to, questions -of tait chanucter.
