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country and continuing setbacks, a specific case of hard-
ship has reached one city in Canada, Corner Brook, New-
foundland, which is almost completely dependent on the
industry and where a partial close-down of production
will tend to cripple the economy and affect some 30,000
citizens.

I therefore move, seconded by the hon. member for
Grand Falls-White Bay Labrador (Mr. Peddle):

That the government take the initiative and hold immediate
discussions with the Canada pulp and paper associations and the
labour movement, to establish proposals to rehabilitate the indus-

try and to provide measures to avoid further lay-offs and
shutdowns.

Mr. Speaker: This motion requires the unanimous con-
sent of the House. Is there unanimous consent?

Some hon. Members: Agreed.
Some hon. Members: No.

Mr. Speaker: There is not unanimous consent. The
motion cannot be put.
