That the.legislative comm:ttee apply
to the legislature to have a commissi.n
appointed, this eommission to consist of
a county judge, the warden &nd. high
constable, and to have full contrul of the
constables of the county,

That a certain portion of the council
chamber be partitioned off, so that it
may be used ag a court room in con-
junction with the present court room,

Information Scarce.

In moving the adoption of the report,
Reeve Syme of York Township said that,
after considering the matter carefully,
the committee had come to the conclu-
slon that if the police were controlled by
a commission better results would be ob-
tained, and it would not be necessary for
justices of the peace to try cases. At
present there were three, magistrates
with jurisdiction in the unty and a
number of J.P.'s, all trying cases, and 1t
was quite impossible for any, official to
get complete information of all that was
going on.

Endorsing Reeve Syme’s statement, the
county clerk, R. W. Phillips, said that
some J.P’s were trying cases they had
no authority to deal with, and that con-
stables often took their cases to a justice
in preference to the magistrate, If t»2
commission had control of the constables,
any man who did that could e dis-
pensed with,

Discipline Needed.

Reeve Wallace of Woodbridge said that
he was fully in sympathy with the re-
sult of the police committee’s delibera-
tions. There was no doubt that tre
present state of affairs could not go on.
Some organization and discipline was
badly needed in county police affairs
He was strongly of the opinion that tho
two salaried magistrates appointéd
should try all the cases in York County.

In an interesting address regarding
her work as inspector of public institu-
tions for.the feeble minded, Dr. Helen
MacMurchy made an earnest appeal to
the council to take some action towards
providing a special home for the feeble-
minded in York County. The main fact
that Dr. MacMurchy brought before the
council was that the majority of feeble-
minded children in the county were ghe

SEATHWAITE RAINIEST
PLACE IN ALL ENGLAND

Village in Lake . Region Shows
Average Rainfall of Two Hun-
dred Inches Annually.

The little village of Seathwaite in the
famous lake region of England, has the
djstinction of being the rainiest spot in
that country. It is a pldce of gray stones
and gray rain, remarks a writer in
Youth’s Companion. The roads are of
loose gray.stones, and the fences _that
divide the pasture of bigger gray- stones
and the houses are built of still larger
gray stones.

The mountains rise close about it—
Scawfell, Great Gable, Glarmara, - be-
loved by Wordsworth—and many more
gray and misty giants. A little brook
raftles among the stones, and on the dark
sides of the mountains one may see here
and there a milk-white streak, where
some stream pours down in what the peo-
ple call a “force’ or ‘“ghyll"”

Put it is a singular fact that up on the
mountainside, above the village, in Sty
Head Pass (Sty is Cumbrian for ladder
and it is an appropriate name), there is
a little strip of ground that for some
reason catches a positive deluge when-
ever rain is falling anywhere in the
neighborhood. :

On that narrow ribbon of territory.
only about 250 yards long by a few yards,
wide, the rain-guage shows an average
rainfall of 'about 200 inches annually.
Outside that little space there is an im-
mediate drop of some fifty inchds in the
annual rainfall Of course there is a
reason, but it is not plain to the eye, or
to the experience of the natives.

Pri-
vate corners on water, once commdn,
are fast ceasing as communities learn
to own their own water supply. But
land remains largely in pnivate owner-
ship, often with startling results. In
Mexico 11,000 landlords own 44 per cent.
of all the land. Forty-two per cent. of
all the property in Mexico ls owned /in
the United States, and much in England
and Germany. The working masses in
Mexico own less than a fifth of the land
and much less than a fifth of the other
property. In other words, they are dis-
inherited. In the country of their birth,
where they and thelr children must live,
they must pay rent for the means of liv-
ing and are without a voice in determin-
ing what the rent shall be. In the State
of Morelos, before Zapata raised the
standard of revolt, there were 28 land-
lords and 200,000 tenants. Today there
are approximately 200,000 landlords and
no tenants. The peons have simply
swept the land monopolists out of the
way, and by the right of superior num-
bers and strength, have taken over the
land themselves. It is clear that what is
happening in Mexico is fundamentally lan
instinctive refusal of the workers to be
pushed off the earth.

EXCAVATIONS MADE
ON SITE OF JERICHO

An interesting account of the pro-
gress being made in the 'excavations
on the site of Jericho by Prof. Sellin,
is given in a recent issue of The Jour-
nal of the German Palestine Society.
The writer, Prof. Thiersch, states that
the chief work of the past year has
been the laying bare of the great outer
wall of the c¢ity, which is extraordin-
ary, even in its reduced state.

The excavators found proof that this
outer wall is Israelitish work. ‘The in-
ner wall, which is badly preserved, is
the original Canaanitish defence, which
fell to the blast of Joshua's trumpets.

The outer is identifled as the work
of Hiel, whose achievements are de-
scribed in the First Book of Kings:
“In his (Ahab’s) days . did Hiel the
Bethelite build Jericho; he laid the
foundations thereof in Abirnam, his
first born; and set up the gates thereof
in his younger son Segub.”

One finds again in this work, con-
tinued Prof. Thiersch, this man of re-
solute character, who did not shrink
even from the sacrifice of his® own
flesh and blood.

ETHERIZING PLANTS
TO STIMULATE GROWTH

A French Horticulturist Has Ob-
tained Excellent Results
Thru Vapor Tests.

Forcing plants by the vapor of ether
seems to have proven one of the most
successful methods yet tried. A French
horticulturist, G. Bultel, has experiment-
ed with ether as a means of obtaining
early strawberries, and Treports berries
much in advance of those obtained| by
any other method.

In the winter of 1911-12, Mr. Bultel
compared a lot of 300 plants treated with
ether with an equal number submitted to
hot baths. Of the first lot, 107 were in
bloom on Jan. 8, and blooming ended on
Jan, 16, while the first berries were ma-
tured on Feb. 21, and the last on March
15. In the second lot, with only| thirty.
three in bloom on Jan. 8, blooming ended
on Jan. 29, maturity being reached from
March 6 to April 15.

The best time of exposure to the ether
fumes seemed to be about forty-eight
hours. Of the treated plants, 150 were
exposed for this length of time, and 150
for sixty hours, and the earliness of the
latter was only slightly greater than that
produced with the shorier exposure.

PRISON IN LISBON
RECALLS DARK AGES

Carefully Planned Diabolical Tor-
ture Harrowing to the Life
of Inmates.

Republican Portugal still tolerates a
prison whose carefully-planned diaboli-
cal torture is enough to make prison
reformers turn in their graves.

In this prisonm called the; “Prison of
Silence” in a grim castle on the out-
skirts of Lisbon nearly everything that
human ingenuity can suggest to ter-
rify the prisoners is done. The corri-
dors piled tier o tier five storeys high
extend from a common centre like the
spokes of a huge wheel.

The cells are narrow, tomb-like, and
within each stands a coffin. The at-
tendants creep about in felt slippers.
No one is allowed to utter a word.
The silence is that of the grave. Once
a day the cell doors are unlocked, and
the half a thousand wretches march
out clothed in &hrouds and with fages
covered by masks, for it is part of this
hideous punishment that none may look
upon the countenances of his fellow-
prisoners. Few of them endure this
torture for more than ten years.

SURPRISING SCARCITY
OF BACTERIA IN DUST

That there is a surprising scarcity of
bacteria in dust has been shown by
recent experiments. By means of the
Altken dust counter, one scientist dis-
covered that in the open suburbs of
London there are 40,000 partieles in
every cubic inch of air. The same in-
vestigator found jin London but. one
microbe to every' 38 cubic inches of
air.

When air is constantly floating about
and man is constantly moving about,
he comes ifi contact with a great deal
of air space, and so in the course of a
day runs a chance of breathing many
microbes into his lungs. If, however,
every dark and-damp place could sud-
denly be dried up and stirred up, the
micro-organisms would be found in
terrifyingly large numbers, It is the
heat of the sun and the bright light
that keep down these micro-organisms
and so, even on a dusty day, there is a
poverty of microbes in the air;, and if
the sun be bright and hot.

FOR FAIRBANK

Gentlemen: The residents in ‘the
