He bad no children and is survived 
by bte widow and sister.

Mr. Donogh was a prominent For­
ester, being grand ntester of the 
Grand Lodge of Ontario, I.O.O.F., and 
grand treasurer of the grand lodge. 
He was also high in Masonic cir­
cles, being a grand master of Zetland 
Lodge, No. 326, A.F. and A.M., and 
a member of Wilson Lodge.
