Assistant Under New Regula-
tions— Reports and Motions

The Anglican Synod of the Diocess of
Toronto will - assemble to-day. At 11
o'clock there will bé a service.at St,
James' Cathedral, when the lord bishoy
will deliver his annua] charge., At 3
o’clock the synod will be called to or-
der for business in St. James’ Sundry
School,” A committee will be appionted
on the state of. the church; nomina-
tions will be received for the election
of two clerical and two lay members
of the board of management of the
missionary society, and five clerical and
five lay members of the executive com-
mittee ofthe synod- The various:'re-
ports will. also be presented. :

The appointment of a cpadjutqr‘ blsh-;
op, which has been discussed for sev-
eral weeks, owing to the illness of
