“I&ra- British Convoy Captured ?

“There is still something doubtful about
the capture of the BRritish cpnvoy, Ac-
cording to a' Daily Mail correspondent
with the conrvoy, which consisted of 200
wagons, each loaded with 6000 pounds of
rations and forage, each drawn by 16 oxen,
it was quite unexpectedly attacked by a
commando, supposed to come from Coles-
berg. The escort, consisting of 80 of the
tordon Highlanders, forty meén of the
Army Service Cdrpg. and a few of Kitch-
ener's Horse, maintained a defence until
the arrival of reinforcements, sustaining
insignificant casualties,

They Got Some Wagons.

The Standard correspondentlat Jacobs-
dal, télegraphing Thursday Feb. 15th, says:
An attack was made yesterday upon the
rear guard of our main body by a force of
1400 Boers, who were hurried up from
Colesberg. They suéceeded in ecapturing
sume of our wagens, but Lord Roberts
did not delay his march to retake tnese.

EVERYTHING WORKED WEL

Roberts’ Program to Relieve Kim-
berley Was Carried Out With
Perfect Precision.

Jacobsdal, Omugc'l’rec State, Friday,
Feb., 16.—Lord Roberts’ combinations for
the movement of the corps dovetailed with

precigion, altho obstacles that had not been |
foreseen ‘had to be overcome.

The execution of his design Dbegan at 31
a.m. Sunday. Gen. French rode into Kim-|
berley Thursday afternoon, just when .he
was due, according to the field marshal's
time-table, having in four and a half days
marched 90 miles with artillery and having
fought two small engagements.

British Loss 50 Men.

The relief of Kimberley was ac¢eomplished
with the loss of only 50 men. The mounted
infantry made splendid marches under a
ll*b-tmph'al sun thru a dust storm to bold |
the positions which Gen. French took. !
Kitchener With Tucker's Division.

Lord Kitchener was with Gen. Tucker's
division, in conmscquence ‘of his transport
arrangements; the four divisions moving
over {he sandy veldt are fed and watered.
It is hardly possible to appreclate ade-
Quately the mathemaltical precision with
Which every part of the trabsport depart-
ment has worked, marching thru the|
day, toiling almost sleeplessly thruout tne
night,” victualling the army and evolving |
évery hour results from seeming chaos.

LORD ROBERTS’ PROCLAMATION,

He Tells the Free State Burghers
Why the British Are There
and Warns Them.

Cape Town, Feb. 18.—Lord Roberts has
issued a proclamaition to the burghers or
the Orange Free State, saying that he feels
it his duty to make knowlp to all the burg-
heps the cause of the coming of the British,
as well as to do all in his power to termi-
nate the devastation caused. by war, and
Issues the proclamation in order that If the
burghers should continue fighting they may
not do so ignorantly, but with a full know-;
ledge of their responsibility before God for
the lives lost in the campaign.: The procla-

mation goes on to say :

“The British Goverument believes that
the wanton and unjustifiable invasion of
British tervitory was not committed with
the general approval of the people of the
Free State, with whom the British Gov-
ernment has lived in complete amity for
S0 many years. It believes the responsibil-
ity to rest wholly with ‘the Government
of the Free State, acting not in the inter-
ests of the country, but under mischievous
influences from without.

“Great Britain therefore wishes the peo-
ple of the Free State to understand that it |
bears them no ill-will, and that, so far as ts |
compatible with the successful conduct of
the war and the re-establishment.of peace,it
is anxious to preserve them from the eviis
brought upon them by the wrongftul action
of their Government.” i

In conclusion, Lord Roblerts warns ali
bughers to desist from further acts of hos-
tility toward Her Majesty’'s Government
and troors, and he gives directions regard-
ing requisitions and complaints,

BIG GUNS WERE LEFT BEHIND.

Appearance of the British
the — Boer Army
Into a Paniec,

London, Feb. 18.—The Daily News pub-
lishes the following despatch, dated .Sun-
day morning, Feb. 18, from Modder River :

“Our sudden appearance seems to have
astounded the enemy and thrown. them
into a panic. All their positions were hur-
riedly evacuated, and the big guns at Mag

Sudden
Threw

ersfontein and Kimberley were left behind.
Cronje’s Desperate Efforts,

“General Cronje moved his transport,
consisting of many hundred wagons, along
& bank of kopjes north of the Moddor,
taward Koffyfoutein. It got past our
mounted infantry, but, owing to weari-
ness, had to stop.” Thercupon our artil-
lery opened upon it. The main body of
the Boer force kept up a rumming fight the
whole day, vainly trying to eéscape,
Mounted  Infantry Harassed Them.

“Each time their advance guard sought
to moye off our mounted infantry ga'loped
around and checked them. We never at-
tempted to stop their main movement, con-
tenting ourselves with trying to shesk
them.,

“Their position at Koffyfontein is said to
be very: strong. They entertaln a whole-
some dread of 10,000 cavalry moving more
quickly than they do themselves. We hope
to be in Bloemfontein shortly.”

Very Heot Fighting.

The Daily News has another despatch
from the Modder River military camp, dat-
ed Sunday morning, which says:

“At dawn on Friday the Boers were ob-
served moving wagons along the kopjes to-
wards Koffyfontein. - Our mounted infantry.
was sent out from Klip Drift, but was
driven back and the enemy's wagons pass-
ed.

Knox Kept Them Busy,

“Gen. Knox, 12th Brigade, however,quick-
Iy attacked the enemy’'s main body and
severé fighting went on all day over a line
which was very extended. The enemy,
making a desperate attempt, finally escup-
ed, owing to the serpentine bend of the
river.

“The mounted infantry suffered from the
trying flanking movement, . Our force has
now been reinforced.” 3

PUSHED THE BOERS BACK. |

Buller's Brigades Have Been }
Work North of Chieveley 5
Shelling the Enemy,

Chieveley, Wednesday, Feb, 14.—(Delayed |
by censor.)—The movement northeastward
began this, Wednesday, morning. Lord

Dundonald, with cavalry, infantry and ar-
tillery, rocceupied Huzzar Hill, five miles
north of Chieveley, The infantry entrench-
ed the hill.

Gen. Lyttleton worked around to the
right, and Sir Charles Warren in front and
to the left. 'The Boers were heavily en-
trenched on Hlangwane and Monte Christo

ills.

A steady, independent fire, with ocecasion-
al volleys, was maintained for some hours,
and the enemy’s trenches were vigorous!y
shelled. The Boers had one gun in aetion
during the early part of the day, but when
we began shelling they moved across the
river. - They used one Nordenfeldt in the
afternoon, Our casualties were few.

Getting Round the Boer Flank,

The British operations are directed to the
capture ‘of Hlangwane Hill, where the
Boers are¢ strongly fortified, and from
which they are shelling the British with
great accuracy.

The British Infantry are now disposed
along a line extending. for seven miles to
small kopjes at the base of Monte Christo
Hill. From six o'clock Friday morning
the British incessantly ' shelled Monte
Christo, with the Nek separating it from |
Blaankrantz ‘Hill, on the right.

The British infantry is making slow pro-
gress up the Nek in an endeavor to occupy
Monte Christo, which will enable them to
enfilade the Boers on Hlangwane,

While the {wo Britirsh armies are several
days’ marching apart, it is possible for the
Boers to-throw the bulk of their forces
against one, while acting on the defensive
with the smaller body against the other.
The Boer commander-in-chjef must, there-
fore, now desire to strengthen Gen. Cronje
Lo tue point where he might hope to ~heck
or delay Lord Roberts. How far he can
detach troops for this purpose depends
largely upon Gen. Buller's action.
