many women were struck. The air
was full of flying things, and the offi~
cers said they could not discriminate
in heads because the owners might
wear dresses. No effort was made to
arrest the rioters. They were beiten
down, and those still on their feet pur-
sued by the officers. The Injured got
up and ran away or were assisted to
escape. The strike-breakers deserted
their cars and fled for their lives. The
geserves were called out. The full
force of 2400 men was reinforced by
five hundred specialg, heavily armed.
F¥ew passengers risked thelir lives on
the- cars that did run. Most of them
were protected by wire screens against
bricks. Vast crowds congregated early
along Wentworth-avenue, where it had
peen announced the strikers would be
defied. The effort to cover these 12
miles involved so much work that
other parts of the line were not open-
ed.
